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MECHANISMS OF INTERGROUP INTERACTION: EXPLANATORY PRINCIPLES,
HISTORICAL AND TERRITORIAL DIMENSIONS

Relevance. War prompts researchers to look at how such mechanisms of intergroup interaction as
ingroup favoritism and outgroup discrimination move from the level of group prejudice to the level of
extreme confrontation. It is equally essential to identify socio-psychological mechanisms that prevent
terrible social phenomena, for example, genocide. Intergroup interaction research should also accept
the explanatory potential of the historical context, namely the temporal and spatial dimensions of social
processes.

The article aims to determine the explanatory principles of intergroup interaction, which would reveal
its mechanisms in historical and territorial dimensions.

Methodology. The article is an overview and is based on theoretical generalizations and modeling,
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historical-psychological and phenomenological analysis, and meta-analysis of the results of sociological
surveys.

The results. Explanatory principles of intergroup interaction are singled out: flexibility and fairness of
interaction, implementation of the value attitude of the ingroup to the outgroup as an object or subject
of interaction, and overcoming uncertainty by social individuals. Three groups of socio-psychological
mechanisms regulating intergroup interaction based on these principles are identified: perceptual-
regulatory, value-regulatory, and structural-regulatory. It is shown that in historical and territorial
dimensions, the regulation of intergroup interaction is defined as its historicization and mapping. The
most expressive manifestations of these processes are the differentiation of groups in the space of
interaction, the structuring of the field of intergroup interaction, the delineation of group boundaries,
the historical transfer of models of interaction, and the restoration of historical justice based on the
memory of groups. In the conditions of war, the mechanisms of intergroup interaction are
strengthened; among Ukrainians, there is a restructuring of the symbolic boundaries of interaction, and
the crystallization of identity, which strengthens their stress resistance and patriotism.
