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METHODOLOGICAL FOUNDATIONS AND MODEL
OF THE ARCHITECTONICS OF SOCIAL COHESION

Relevance. In the modern world, marked by political fragmentation, global
crises, and an increasingly high level of individualism, the phenomenon of social
cohesion acquires particular analytical significance. It refers not only to the stability of
social groups but also to the deep mechanisms that ensure mutual support, trust,
normative unity, and affective identification. Social cohesion remains among the
pressing problems of social development in almost all countries of the world. Ensuring
and strengthening social cohesion have become important goals in public discourse,
political decision-making, as well as in academic research. The issue of social cohesion
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is especially relevant for Ukraine, where the prolonged war creates not only foreign
policy but also deeply internal risks to national security, which may destabilise social
cohesion, weaken trust in state institutions, and stimulate the radicalisation of certain
population groups.

Aim. The article aims to critically analyse the leading theories of cohesion from
a psychological point of view and to propose an integrated model of the internal
structure of social cohesion, which reflects the interrelated levels, components, and
mechanisms that ensure the unity of society.

Methods and methodology. The methodological basis of our research is an
interdisciplinary approach that combines theoretical and psychological concepts —
social identity, emotional contagion, and group dynamics; sociological concepts — ideas
of social order (Durkheim, Parsons, Alexander); and post-structuralist critical
approaches to power, discourse, and subjectivity (Foucault, Butler, Nancy).

Results. An integrated model of the architectonics of social cohesion is
proposed, which includes five levels, namely: 1) Individual and psychological level
(trust, security, belonging), which sets the conditions and possibilities of cohesion.
Trust, the need for belonging, and the experience of safety are not secondary
characteristics but those psychological preconditions without which any institutional or
identification cohesion is artificial or unstable. 2) Interpersonal level (empathy,
intersubjectivity, affective synchronisation), which is the area of microsocial practice of
cohesion — this is where the “social glue” is formed that binds people into small groups
(families, teams, local communities).3) Group-identificational level: identity, morality,
and the boundaries of «us versus them». At this level, cohesion takes the form of
loyalty, moral responsibility and social control, whilst also creating risks of polarisation
and exclusion. .4) Institutional and Normative Level (trust in rules, justice, structure of
interaction) — this level forms the architectural framework of cohesion. If this
framework is destroyed, neither group solidarity nor intersubjective empathy will be
able to prevent society from disintegration. 5) Symbolic and discursive level (imagined
community, narratives, collective memory), which determines not only the structure of
the social body but also the meaning of its existence. Without it, cohesion will be only a
temporary reaction rather than an ethical and cultural unity.

Prospects for Further Research. A deeper understanding of the architectonics
of social cohesion opens up possibilities for 1)taking into account multi-level
connections in the development of social integration policies; 2) creating adaptive
models for managing social processes in crisis situations; 3) developing interventions
aimed at strengthening weak links in the structure (for example, restoring trust or
symbolic practices).
