A SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL MODEL
OF CITIZENSHIP COMPETENCE

The article analyzes the components and manifestations citizenship
competence. It provides the rationale for the assumption that citizenship com-
petence development is determined by socio-psychological factors. The author
identifies scientific approaches to different modeling of citizenship compe-
tence based on 1) the list of competencies included into each model
component; 2) the list of competence indicators; 3) identification of compe-
tences providing the desired result on different stages of the citizen role
performance. Citizenship competence is defined as an integrative characteristic
of an individual which is based on qualities (values, motivations, attitudes and
identities) and qualification characteristics (ability and readiness) necessary
and sufficient to effectively perform the role of a citizen. Citizenship compe-
tence cannot be formed on the knowledge and skills base, even if being of the
highest level. It is determined primarily by social and psychological factors.
The idea about the abilities and readiness to perform the role of a citizen are
formed through the development of a set of personal characteristics underlying
the author’s approach to constructing the model of citizenship competence pre-
sented in the article. In other words, secondary level competencies (abilities
and readiness) are provided by the relevant competency configurations of the
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primary level actualized in different situations. The suggested model can be
viewed as an ideal socio-psychological model of citizenship competence, and
at the same time it can be operationalized and empirically verified if the indi-
cators are determined. The author puts forward some arguments to support the
decisive impact idea over the social environment on citizenship competence
development. The environment produces a certain citizenship discourse and
supports (or restricts) practices, hence it determines the coordinates of the cit-
izenship interaction space and sets up its norms and rules. So the environment
formulates a social order for a certain format of citizenship competence. The
author determines functions of the environment favourable for the develop-
ment of citizenship competence, its features and ways of influence.

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THE MEDIAPERSON’S IMAGE ATTRACTIVENESS
WITHIN PARASOCIAL THEORY

This article reveals the topic of the media persona’s image attractiveness for
media consumers within parasocial theory framework. Based on reference material
analysis, the author identifies three main areas in which scientific developments
were conducted on the stated topic, namely: child psychology, consumer behaviour
psychology and political psychology. The author presents the world research po-
tential in terms of characteristics and requirements towards media persona’s image
attractiveness, as well as a universal model based on synthesis and information
generalization and worked out by the author himself. According to this model the
attractiveness of a media persona depends on two key parameters subjective and
parasocial. The subjective parameter bridges internal, external and behavioural-
communication characteristics. The internal ones consist of the intelligence, sense
of humour, benevolence, sincerity, reliability, honesty, respectfulness, positivity,
extraversion, and aggression (violence) to some extent. The external ones are:
demonstrating success and wealth attributes (expensive brands and valuables, lux-
ury real estate); regular check-in locations change; and expressive sexuality and
appearance attractiveness. The behavioural-communication characteristics in-
clude: discussing “acute” topics; personal information disclosure to the public;
regular updating social networks personal pages; brightness, curiosity, novelty, re-
liability, clarity and information consistency provided to media consumers;
initiating various actions on social networks, creating new hashtags. The parasocial
parameter combines the formation of a sense of friendliness, the presence of a sense
of intimacy, creating the sense of belonging, willingness to be imitated and identi-
fied, sharing values with the media persona. This research is useful for various
media communities, it forms a universal basis for shaping public image manage-
ment strategies. The author uncovers the prospects for further research in the field
of political psychology, namely the parasocial communication influence on the
electoral behaviour.

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MAPPING DISPLACEMENT: THE POTENTIAL OF USING
PSYCHOGEOGRAPHICAL METHODS TO EXPLORE THE
SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL MEANING OF DISPLACEMENT

The international armed conflict in Ukraine, which has been going on for al-
ready more than five years, has caused significant changes in Ukrainian society.
More than 1.7 million people have been forced to leave their homes and become
internally displaced. In such conditions, the question of identities becomes one of the
most important for the affected people. The overall social situation of displacement
has contributed to the individual and community self-perception of displaced people,
and the creation of the ‘resettlement identity’ among them. Such specific social iden-
tity became the main subject of the author's research and will be discussed in the
current paper. This article presents the first results of the ongoing research into social
identities of displaced people in Ukraine. The research was conducted through a com-
bination of narrative interviews and mental sketch mapping of the respondents' home
cities in Donbas and their current places of residence. The research data was analysed
from the perspectives of social psychology as well as of human geography, and the
results show how the emotion-laden phenomenological experience contributes to
spatial perception of the city and to turning space into place. The mapping and nar-
rativization processes make it possible to distinguish the crucial elements of the
complex identity of the displaced people: the Donbas identity, the Ukrainian identity,
and a specific resettlement identity that simplifies the identification with a huge group
of people sharing similar experiences. Our research shows that mental sketch map-
ping as a method helps to elicit the complexity of identities among the displaced
people. Moreover, mapping exercise, combined with a narrative interview, also had
a therapeutic effect upon the respondents as the research subjects experienced change
during the interview. The complex usage of a position of existential outsideness
(Relph 1980) revealed in the research, may be the symptom of a personal crisis. Thus
the reflexive work on the maps may be a tool for displaced people to rethink and
transform their spatial-temporal coordinates and their identities.

Introduction and Research Problem. During the current conflict in
Ukraine, at least 1.7 million people from the Donbas region have been forced
to leave their homes in the affected areas and become internally displaced. The
displaced people form their personal stories of war and peace in order to deal
with their psychological trauma, and these stories are formed within the con-
tradictory fields of multiple discourses and interpretations of the conflict. They
face difficulties in adaptation to the new living conditions because of social
and economic problems, and also cannot easily accept the changed reality
(Bacrotuncekuii, 2016; biuxosa, 2017; Kopo6ka, 2017; Lazarenko, 2018). At
the same time, the displaced people coming from Donbas bear a specific re-
gional identity that reflects the complicated history of the region and appeals
to values of freedom and self-determination (Gentile, 2015), and desire to pre-
serve or strengthen civic identities in a polarizing society (Sasse and Lackner,
2018; Bacrotuncekuii, 2017; Toprocraii, 2012). These aspects make studying
the identities of the displaced people even more tangled, as an identity crisis
may be one of the symptoms of the relocation trauma.

The term ‘internally displaced person’ itself, as well as the word ‘dis-
placement’, reveal one more linguistic implication: the morphological word
root ‘place’. Thus, the linguistic structure of the term supposes the core role of
spatial relations and attitudes and requires a special investigation of the mean-
ings of space and place for the displaced people. That is why the research on
implicit senses of resettlement and displacement requires insights from both
social psychology and also human geography, as the discipline dealing with
personal-spatial relations.

Recent research shows that the notions of home and relation to home
might be essential in forming ‘migrant identities’ (Brooks and Simpson,
2013). The senses of belonging have been widely explored regarding transna-
tional migrants, however, in the case of Ukrainian IDPs, the emotional
dislocation with geographical distance is also crucial for understanding the
emotional substance of the experience of resettlement. That is why a home may
be considered as a combination of the material environment and a set of mean-
ingful relationships, both produced and internalized by the resettlers (Boccagni
and Baldassar, 2015; Ewing, 2005).

The social situation of displacement has contributed to the individual
and community self-perception of displaced people, and the creation of the
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‘resettlement identity’ among them. As Boccagni and Baldasar (2015)
point out, ‘since the migration process involves moving from one place to
(at least) an-other, it also entails change and transformation and the conse-
quent (re)negotiation of self and others in both these places’ (Boccagni and
Baldassar, 2015). That is why the above-mentioned ‘resettlement identity’
became the main subject of the author's research and will be discussed in
the current paper.

As discussed before, the category of place has a crucial role in under-
standing displacement, as the word root ‘place’ lies beneath this word. That is
why the research design assumes the usage of human-geographical methods
that have already proven to be effective in studying the human-space relation-
ship, and of these methods, mental mapping is the prevailing one.

Mental mapping as a way to study human-space relations goes back to
the Situationist International and Guy Debord’s Naked City, a collage where
the meaning lies in the arrows designating the intensity of spatial relation
(Debord 1997). Kevin Lynch elaborated mapping as a research method, intro-
duced the procedure and presented the first tools to analyse the maps, while
Milgram and Jodelet were the first to explain the value of such a type of geo-
graphical knowledge for dealing with psychological reality (Milgram et al.,
1976). Over recent decades the method has been used to gather knowledge
about the dynamics of human-environment relations ranging from the daily-
life practices to feminist geographies and experiences of oppressions (Downs
and Stea, 1977; Gould and White, 2012; Kitchin and Dodge, 2007; Powell,
2010). Gieseking identifies the mental sketch mapping (MSM) version of the
method as the most prevalent form, in which participants draft visual maps
derived from their cognitive maps of space and the information, emotions, and
ideas they hold, whether real and/or imagined (Gieseking, 2013).

One of the most important principles of mental mapping in the context
of displacement studies is that ‘it allows the subject to maintain the ownership
of her/his story; thus, the elements and scenarios depicted are just the ones that
she/he wanted to share. Therefore, it retrieves the intrinsic link between agency
and storytelling” (Campos-Delgado, 2018). As agency and subjectivity mean
so much for the resettlers, such a type of research method helps to reveal the
stories about the war and resettlement, as well as about the transformation of
space perception after moving to a new place of living. Creation of the mental
map is predominantly a starting point for the remembering and transforming
of the traumatic memories of displacement.

Therefore, in the current research, the narrative part will consider work
on the trauma as a whole, while the mapping part will work both with the spa-
tial expression of the trauma and the social production of space deriving from
it. Mapping itself appropriates the place (Bruchansky, 2010) while reflecting
the common practices of everyday life (Certeau, 2008). Thus the
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phenomenological experience of daily life is the main contributor to turning
space into place. Since the research aims to explore the identities that are built
on experience, it is important to understand what kind of experience turns
space into a place, and how the experience of perception of the hometown and
the new city differs for the internally displaced persons.

The current research is part of a doctoral dissertation aiming to study
the implicit senses of displacement, as well as the formation of a specific place-
based identity shared among the IDPs in Ukraine. The research was designed
with a mixed methods approach, to combine the psychological and spatial per-
spectives.

In the research case, the narrative impulse was the proposal to map the
hometown and tell a story about the place. The suggestion to map the new city
of residence (Kyiv in this case) was then made upon the completion of the
mapping exercise on the home city. The research design implied that this is the
point for the creation of an integral life story, where the narrativization process
and the fusion of the stories of the past and the present should appear as clearly
as possible.

The overall research sampling included 24 people aged 24 to 51, who
moved from Donbas to Kyiv either in summer 2014 with the first migration
wave (21 people) or in summer 2015. However, only 14 respondents com-
pleted the full research procedure and ended up with the two completed mental
maps and a full narrative interview. The 28 maps, to be discussed in detail in
the next part of the article, were created by respondents aged from 21 to 36
during personal interviews from September 2018 to November 2019. The em-
pirical data was encoded and abstracted to ensure confidentiality, so the
participants’ names and their personal details were altered.

Gieseking distinguished 57 different categories of mental sketch map
analysis; however, the current research will only consider those with the most
significant differences, the ones reflecting the traumatic experience, and the
categories indicated by the respondents during the interviews.

The analysis of the available maps shows that the respondents demon-
strate two main approaches to the city mapping: a rational sequential
approach, and a spatial one (Pocock, 1976). Thus, within the sequential ap-
proach, the respondent first created a certain structure of the city - the ‘urban
tissue’, meaning the street grid, the subway map or the location of the river (as
in Kyiv, where the Dnieper river is the backbone element of the urban structure
and perception of the city). After that, meaningful objects or locations were
superimposed onto the urban tissue: home, public spaces, places of memory,
significant objects like a bus station or the airport. The respondents with the
spatial approach started their mapping with meaningful objects and built up a
kind of narrative about the places, ranging from the most significant (like
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home, hospital, meaningful public spaces) to common elements of the urban
landscape such as dominant high-rise buildings, railway stations and stadia.

However, there is a notable tendency among the respondents to
change the mapping type with the second task. Thus, the participants with
a spatial map of their home town create a sequential map of Kyiv and vice
versa. For instance, Tamara created her Donetsk with a well-rationalized
structure and started the mapping with the street grid. She also started cre-
ating a mental image of Kyiv with a rational element - a river that divides
the city and mapped the two circles denoting the left and the right bank.
Those circles were then randomly filled with some meaningful elements.
At the same time, Tamara herself noted that the contrast between a well-
structured hometown and chaotic Kyiv is decisive for her in the understand-
ing of these two cities. There are also two opposite cases: while the
participants made the emotional spatial maps of Lugansk with only signif-
icant places indicated, their mapping of Kyiv started with the subway
scheme, and the meaningful objects were placed around the stations.

Another important affective MSM component is the ‘good figure’ prin-
ciple, borrowed from Gestalt theory. 'Good figure’ means that element of the
map which is a symbolic centre and attracts the main attention of the viewers
(Pocock, 1976; Kitchin and Dodge, 2007). Such an element might be the object
exactly in the middle of the map, the brightest or biggest item drawn, or the
compositional centre of the map. Remarkably, half of participants mapped the
monuments in public spaces as the ‘good figures’ — such as Lenin monuments
in Donetsk and Ivanivka and ‘The Worker with a Torch’ in Luhansk, along-
side the Independence and Motherland monuments in Kyiv. On one of the
Donetsk maps, Lenin Square itself became the central element, while the mon-
ument was marked only as a small pictogram. Two other maps featured the
author’s home at the symbolic centre, and one participant pictured herself in
the centre of the map. Also, there are two Kyiv maps with transport infrastruc-
ture items as ‘good figures’: one with a subway station, another with the central
bus terminal — the place of contact with the respondent’s hometown. It turns
out that the socialist meanings (the public space monuments) are still the se-
mantic centre of the cities of Donbas, while in Kyiv the central objects may
bear either Soviet meanings (for example, the Motherland monument), or the
senses of modern Ukraine. The latter can be attributed to the images of Maidan;
this place carries a lot of meanings regarding modern Ukraine and in particular
the values associated with the resettlement. Perhaps that is why the Maidan is
depicted on each of the maps of Kyiv.

With regards to the category of the first-drawn element, the respondents
showed two different approaches to drawing the image on a sheet of paper.
Even those who chose the sequential structure, as described above, and began
with a reflection of the urban tissue, started the focused item-drawing from the
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picturing of their home. Generally, the home became the first significant ele-
ment drawn on 16 of the 28 maps. However, one respondent made home the
last-drawn element on both MSMs, as if she was summing up the whole map-
ping process. On the other hand, in some of the cases the participants did not
depict their homes at all: for example, Karina and Tamara started mapping their
native cities with their homes, but did not depict the places where they live in
Kyiv, explaining this by the fact that they have changed apartments several
times and did not have a ‘sense of home’ anywhere in the city. At the same
time, Taras, who drew the most detailed home-city map, with 115 elements,
did not depict his house - because he wanted to stick to the chosen scale and
there was simply not enough space on the sheet. In contrast, he began his map-
ping of Kyiv with an image of his new home, and after that added the area
where he wanted to settle in the future.

Another noteworthy aspect is that some participants singled out or high-
lighted the objects associated with the most powerful emotions. So, for
example, Zoya highlights the Donbas Arena stadium with colour and shading,
as for her this item is a symbol of the once thriving, and now partially destroyed
native city of Donetsk. Dana pictures her home in Donetsk in a separate area -
and in the same way highlights Maidan in Kyiv, the place where the revolu-
tionary events that changed her whole life happened. Taras singles out
Rusanivka neighbourhood on the on the otherwise featureless left bank left
bank of Dnieper, as for him it is a place where he sees himself in the future.
Meanwhile, Polina distinguishes two objects that are the focus of her traumatic
experience: an aeroplane (‘Kyiv is always about acroplanes. There are no air-
crafts at home, only military aviation. I'm afraid my mom will feel sick of these
aeroplanes when she comes here... It's so scary for someone who has seen the
war') and a zoomorphic pictogram symbolizing the Kyiv club Coyote Ugly
(‘that is a strange club. The bouncer told us ugly things after seeing our birth-
places in the passports, like, do not pretend to make separatism here. Maybe
he was crazy, but it was so frustrating! We just moved, and everyone demon-
strated the othering..."). Thus, the maps reflect the respondents’ traumatic
experience of relocation, and the traumascape may take various forms - either
be focused on the places where traumatic events occurred directly, or manifest
as a regret about the destroyed city.

The juxtaposition of the maps makes it possible to compare the satura-
tion of the maps, the change of the drawing style and patterns, as well as to
find contrasting points in the perception of cities. Reflection on the maps re-
sults in reflection on the identities. Thus, Karina says: ‘I don’t affiliate myself
to Luhansk, so if someone asks me, I tell that I’m from Donbas’, while Polina
mentions: ‘I’'m proud that I’m from Ivanivka, a unique place, unlike the other.
But I see my home town only in terms of the past’.
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At the same time, the process of mapping itself reflects the meaning of
a ‘resettlement identity’. Some of the participants constantly used the past
tense regarding their hometowns, but mentioned the changes that occurred, the
places that were destroyed, and described how the streets became empty. Ac-
cordingly, their narratives turned out to be not just the stories about the past,
but in fact became their personal stories of war and displacement. Neverthe-
less, a certain distance to the city from the past was traced: thus, Polina said
‘the city is mute. It is not my city anymore’.

The request to draw the second map reveals the resettlement narrative
even more strongly. On the level of spoken narrative, the transition to the sec-
ond map is to turn to the story about the displacement itself, the first
impressions of Kyiv as a new place to live — not as a place from a school trip -
and the difficulties upon arrival. The participants mentioned that none of them
intended to live in Kyiv for a long time. They were going to fend for themselves
at the relatives of friends’ places and come back as soon as the situation calmed
down, but they eventually settled down in Kyiv for almost five years. Eventu-
ally, the daily practices and experiences the respondents had in Kyiv
contributed to their perception of the new city of residence and a new place-
based identity.

In this regard, Kyiv appears as an ‘unfriendly’, ‘unfamiliar’ and ‘incom-
prehensible’ place, that is reflected in the large number of empty spaces on the
maps or the marks of the ‘non-places.” So Kyiv is, to some extent, perceived
as an ‘inauthentic’ placeless place due to a lack of significance and experience
of some of its components (Relph, 1980). The further development of the nar-
rative follows the principle of constructing day-to-day practices in order to get
familiar with the city. For instance, Polina mentioned how she was constantly
using the map navigator, Maryna remembered getting lost in the subway and
Karina told the story of how she was riding the public transport to explore
places in the city. In de Certeaus’ terms, this is a manifestation of making sense
of space through practices, and repeating the practices in order to overcome
alienation. Hence, movement and turning spatiality into narratives is a way to
transform ‘foreignness’ to ‘familiarity’, and is a step towards forming a partic-
ular spatial identity (Certeau, 2008).

At the same time, the participants still perceive themselves as displaced
people. Hence, Zoya expressed her regret about renting the apartment: ‘in these
five years we are renting, we could have purchased our own apartment. It turns
even sadder when | remember our flat in Donetsk, we just paid it out and the
war started'. Tamara goes further and explains her resettler identity like this:
‘the first apartment I rent was just terrible ... with lots of cockroaches! We
could do nothing to them... I was shocked: there were no cockroaches at home!
But in Kyiv, they were everywhere, in all the apartments I rent, like they were
migrating with me. As so, they are the resettlers, just as we are. And for me,
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they are a symbol of Kyiv. Here no one waits for you when you come, except
the cockroaches.'

At the same time, the respondents share a common identity of ‘the
Ukrainians’: they still label the cities in Ukrainian despite using the Russian
language during the interviews; they depict the Ukrainian flags both in their
hometowns and in Kyiv, and place specific emphasis on the fact of a Ukrainian
presence in the occupied territories. Thus, Karina explains with emotion that
the Ukrainian theatre in Luhansk still works and gives performances in Ukrain-
ian; the same fact was also mentioned by Taras. Polina is also happy that her
school still gives Ukrainian language classes. Larysa and Zoya depict Ukrain-
ian flags on their hometown maps.

The mapping and narrativization processes make it possible to distin-
guish the crucial elements of the complex identity of the displaced people: the
Donbas identity, the Ukrainian identity, and a specific resettlement identity
that simplifies the identification with a huge group of people sharing similar
experiences. Such identities might be manifested in the sites of memory, which
hold communal identities together or divide them, while the spatiality of
memory links the social and the personal (Halbwachs and Coser, 2008). Thus
mapping the home cities and a new city of residence implies not the juxtapo-
sition of the identities inside one mapped space, but the juxtaposition of the
past and the present. However, in forming the sites of contest or dialogue, maps
sustain a social memory that articulates civic and personal identities.

According to Leach’s concept of belonging, the identification process
is always specular and is always a question of recognising the self in the other.
Thus, identification with place is a result of the process of ‘mirroring’ and ‘in-
trojection’ of the external world into the self, and the projection of the self to
the external world (Leach, 2002). Thus, the mental sketch maps of the partici-
pant reflect their interiorized images of the places that might no longer exist —
in case of conflict-affected hometowns. So the spatial identification with such
non-existent and imaginary places might lead to the participants’ ‘existential
outsideness’ towards hometowns, and, at the same time, difficulties and even
refusal to create new spatial practices in Kyiv, that might facilitate the for-
mation of a new identity. But still, the identity is a performative discourse, so
the articulation of the problem, and creating a narration about life events, helps
to draw the connection between the past self and the present self (Turapenxo,
2017). So the process of narrativization, followed by the reflexive work, can
be a tool for the displaced people to re-think their spatial identities.

The personal stories of the research participants reveal that mental map-
ping gives insights into the study of human—space relations, as MSM evokes
‘the lived experience of social, cultural, and political issues related to place’
(Powell, 2010, p. 539) as well as giving insights into the way places live within
and produce people, societies, cultures, and politics. Hence, mental mapping
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enables the researchers to literally see and hear participants’ experiences that
may go unrecorded if the studies of space and place rely solely on verbal in-
terchange. Also, mental sketch mapping as a method helps to elicit the
complexity of identities among the displaced people. The mapping exercise,
combined with a narrative interview, also had a therapeutic effect upon the
respondents as the research subjects experienced change during the interview’.
Thus, the respondents had a tool to partially transform their identities during
the reflexive interviewing process through rethinking their attitudes to the rep-
resented spaces.

In any event, the displacement discussed in this paper has been a spatial
trauma for everyone who experienced it, and the mental mapping, combined
with the narrative interview, has revealed the fluid spaces of displacement. As
traumatic pasts map themselves onto the wounds of other times and spaces,
trauma's ability to affect daily life within and beyond the confines of the re-
search field is realized. The structured and linear world of the resettlers'
previous life was destroyed with the armed conflict, and current spatialised
times emphasise the incoherence or disorder of time made possible through
disjunctive spaces. Thus the loss of spatial and temporal intervals moves the
memory theatre from ordering to disordering the world. Therefore, mapping,
along with narrative interviews, can push respondents to think about the spatial
coordinates of their lives and transform their identities.

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PUBLIC TRANSFORMATIONS AND UKRAINIANS’
IDENTITY THROUGH SOCIAL IDENTIFICATION THEORY

The self-categorization phenomenon is considered as foundation for so-
cial identity formation. When surviving in social shocks, there happens a ‘rapid
categorization’ which is actually a process of correlating oneself with the group
that undergoes changes. This process has no long reflexions but it is emotion-
ally coloured. The article presents theoretical approaches having significant
explanatory potential for changes in Ukrainian society, particularly those
caused by the hybrid war. The statement of de la Sablonniére S. has been ana-
lysed in this study. Given this statement, social change can serve as a driving
force for social identity change. Social change is characterized through the im-
pact on identity change (stability situation, inertia situation, incremental social
change, and dramatic social change). It should be noted that change in social
identity caused by a certain event is determined by how the group shows its
reaction to it. At the same time, various groups’ representatives may show dif-
ferent reactions towards one and the same event. The reaction of a group to
any event is linked to its values and is constantly changing. This is actually the
idea of the procedural social identity theory, which appeals to value aspects of
social identity. Value aspects may concern both the support to social stability
and the willingness to implement changes. The contradiction between 'stability
and change' has been interpreted within the concept of social identity mobili-
zation. The article offers an assumption that through self-categorization a
person refers itself to a certain social group, shapes his or her values and atti-
tude in accordance with a meaningful membership and is ready to act with a
target to realize his or her identity. It has been suggested considering identity
not as a set of fixed cognitive and emotional attitudes only, but also as a basis
to form up the image of the future that in due course, spurs to specific actions
to get it realized. Social identity is the main driver to push changes in society,
the group identities that lead to social change may arise both spontaneously
and deliberately constructed by the stakeholders. This idea has been justified
in the article.

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FAMILY INTERRELATIONS AS THE DRIVER TO FOSTER
YOUTH CIVIL COMPETENCE: BASIC RESEARCH
CONCEPTS

Having analysed the reference material, some basic research concepts
for family interactions were identified and considered as the civil competence
development factors among young Ukrainians. The concept uncovers such def-
initions as the competence, civil interaction competence, family as a system,
family climate, parent-and-child interaction, and social environment. The
study reveals that civil competence does a synthesizing function, since it is
based on mastering key life competencies. However, it is noted that its for-
mation climate is not solely derived from civic education as the family plays
the most significant role in this process. The family itself and interrelations
between its members are actually the platform to master various attitudes, in-
teraction skills, rules and behavioural norms. All these can either facilitate or
hinder the development of civil competence, as the family represents a so-
called ‘educational space’ to acquire and master various social interaction
competencies. The article provides a wider concept of a family, it suggests any
family is being a social system for sustainable interaction among its members
whose functioning can contribute to the development of a child's civil compe-
tence. The study in the article also justifies an assumption that family
interaction features directly predetermine a child's civil competence. The arti-
cle makes an emphasis on a family climate by considering it as both the
conditions and the source to develop social and psychological competencies of
any child. The evolving family environment brings together conditions, quality
and type of family interaction, thus builds up the solid foundation for self-de-
velopment, social and psychological competencies acquisition and
development. Mastering the above fosters civil competence enhance. An inter-
action subsystem between parents and children has been analysed, conditions
to civil competence development within the family members’ interaction have
been identified. These conditions are represented by acceptance, trust, love,
safety, and reasonable control.

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GROUP DEFENCE MECHANISMS AS A RESPONSE FORM
TO COLLECTIVE TRAUMA

The article attempts to investigate the group as a holistic actor and
identify defence behaviour properties in case of a collective trauma. The
assumptions derived from other theories justify the author's concept, and the
theory of self-organized criticality in particular, when it comes to great
intergroup conflicts inevitability. The emphases is made on the fact that each
group, regardless of total members it consists of, seeks to protect and keep
away from destruction the system of its own inner values and picture of the
world. It is obvious the collective trauma jeopardizes the group values that can
be destroyed. The study emphasises that any group implements a set of
protective mechanisms to mitigate the trauma impact, however only a few can
heal the trauma, while the majority only preserve a problem and can trigger
them in subsequent generations. This gives proofs to transferring traumatic
experiences between generations. The basic patterns of collective
traumatization, reaction to a collective trauma and processing its consequences
have been considered in this study. The study also stands up for the idea of
collective traumas interaction between groups of different sizes: the trauma of
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a bigger group becomes the trauma for smaller subgroups, which actually make
up the bigger group, though these groups are not always aware of this fact.

The article marks such phenomenon happens quite often in the form of
parallel processes. However, the smaller groups’ traumas do not always
transfer over a larger group due to some protective and preventing
mechanisms. This makes the ground to conclude that both parties receive
traumas in intergroup conflicts, and these are both the victim and the aggressor.
That is why only when both parties overcome the traumatization consequences,
the positive managing these problems may come. The study offers examples
of efficient social and psychological tools to process consequences of
collective traumas. Among protective mechanisms used within collective
trauma case, the sublimation tool becomes the most productive means to heal
the whole group. Other protective mechanisms allow reducing the trauma
experience intensity, though in the future they may become the source to
trigger new conflicts and the collective traumas related to them.

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PSYCHOLOGICAL PECULIARITIES OF TRAUMATIC
EXPERIENCE PROCESSING PROCESS FOR SERVICEMEN

OPERATION

Given the theoretical framework to study peculiarities of collective coping
the traumatic events (Shtompka, 2001), the article considers the psychological
strategies to process and overcome military experience. These strategies are
interpreted as partially unconscious but simplified behavioral models. The models
can be analyzed throught cognitive, cone and behavioral components. The
servicemen from ATO zone/JFO (anti-terrorist operation zone / joint forces
operation) face difficulties in responding to the traumatic experience and adapting
to peaceful life. The author used an empirical research to identify typical ways to
cope the trauma of military personnel who gained experience in ATO zone / JFO.
These are: self-control and friendliness of the outside world; zero self-control of
the outside world; reflexive comprehension of the combat experience; subjective
experience of one's own luck; introspective concentration; acute trauma
experience; concentration on one's own emotions; concentration on one's own
thoughts; positive image of oneself and the world; being stuck in the trauma
experience; alienation from oneself and the world. In terms of adaptive potential,
these strategies were divided into two groups — a conservative routine group (1)
and a proactive transformative group (2). The first covers acute trauma experience,
concentration on one's own emotions, concentration on one's own reflections,
uncontrollability of the outside world, introspective concentration, alienation from
oneself and the world. The second group covers controllability and benevolence of
the outside world, positive image of oneself and the world, reflexive
comprehension of combat experience, and subjective experience of one's own luck.
The study demonstrates that during adaptation some strategies are used as
temporary and transitional to more mature or, on the contrary, more regressive and
infantile reactions, while the others are already formed and consolidated in the
experience of Ukrainian communities. This approach allows for differentiated

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THE PECULIARITIES OF ATTITUDES TOWARD WAR
AMONG HOME YOUTH

The article reveals Ukrainian youth psychological attitudes towards
war. The author provides the outcomes of his empirical research among stu-
dents (n = 126) in two regions of Ukraine, namely Donbass (Starobil’sk town)
and "North-East" (Chernihiv town). The research was based on A. Nevriuev’s
specialized questionnaire and was conducted in March 2019. The study aimed
at identifying the substantive context of the youth attitudes to war both in gen-
eral and as a social phenomenon, as well the link between these attitudes to
such triggers as lifetime experience and social dominance orientation. The ob-
tained results showed that today's Ukrainian students demonstrated mainly
critical attitudes towards war as a means to resolve social conflicts. In the
course of the study, however, no significant differences between these attitudes
were documented among young people giving the fact their homes were lo-
cated on various distance to the military and political conflict zone in the
Eastern Ukraine. The attitudes of these people turned out to be linked with
social dominance orientation (propensity to dominance and anti-egalitarianism
indicators), the same happened with young people living in countries with
much better situation in terms of war. The attitudes to ‘abstract war’ (to war in
general as a social phenomenon) are directly or indirectly related to the attitude
of an individual to specific military conflicts. It should be noted, young re-
spondents from Russia demonstrated a more positive attitude to the war
comparing to Ukrainians, and this fact could be considered a trend. The ob-
tained results can be used both in research (studying the mass political
consciousness dynamics and military and political conflicts psychological con-
sequences) and pedagogical practice (socially educational work with the
young). Further research studies could be quite promising as they might help
identify specific attitudes to war among young people living in other regions
of Ukraine, or among representatives from other social groups (incl. those re-
lated to military business). Elaborating appropriate Ukrainian comprehensive
psychological and diagnostic tools could also become a fruitful outcome.

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CORPORATE FEELINGS ARE THE FACTOR
ESTABLISHING SOCIAL INCLUSION

The “social inclusion’ concept has been clarified basing on social exclusion
interdisciplinary research analysis. The main attention as part of a sociological
research focuses on horizontal differentiating the social interaction actors by
splitting them into ‘insiders’ and ‘outsiders’. The economic approach to social
inclusion problem is based on the barriers elimination means to get an access to
resources. As from a philosophical perspective, social inclusion is considered as an
opportunity to get a social individual back into active social activities. The
psychological research aspects of inclusive education implementation focus
primarily on the social and psychological dispositions and emotional reactions of
those involved. Three levels of social inclusion development in Ukraine have been
identified in the article. The first is called an institutional one. It affects social policy
model of the country that maintains the paternalistic attitude of the citizens
unchanged, leads to total number of discriminated groups increased as well as
fosters competition between them in terms of winning the state support. The
second is a societal level and it is related to a rather rigid system of dispositions
functioning in public consciousness in terms of standards/atypicality or boundaries
between the ‘in” and ‘out’ groups. The third and the last is a subjective-and-
emotional level, which is determined by citizens' emotional response patterns to
interact with discriminated groups and individuals. The ‘corporate feelings’
concept is made more specific in the article and is viewed as a reaction to certain
events, which are typical for a certain society citizens and appear sustainably in
different generations. The study demonstrates that ‘emotions of distancing’ (e.g.,
fear, anger, disgust) or ambivalent emotions (compassion in combination with
aggressive intentions) dominate in Ukrainian society among collective feelings
associated with social inclusion processes, while ‘proximity emotions’ (solidarity,
trust) are being the shortage. The article shapes out further ways to research
modality and dynamics of collective feelings in social inclusion processes, in
particular ways to master inclusion-related positive collective emotional
experiences.

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SETTLEMENT OF SOCIAL CONFLICTS BY MEANS
OF COGNITIVE COMMUNICATION

The study presents social conflicts management as a process to build up a
targeted dialogue space. This approach provides the interacting participants with
common boundaries to understand the set issue. It ensures effective commination
between various social actors and stage-by-stage social contradictions resolution.
Applying a set of cognitive communication tools as holistic communicative and
technological algorithms have been justified within this study. Each systematic
algorithm provides for building up the interaction between the social actors based
on the dialogue and interests equality of everybody involved in this interaction.
The mutual understanding can be reached by applying the following procedures
one-by-one: testing the dialogue space; acquiring new knowledge due to the
dialogue; the dialogue completion; reflexion of the obtained results. The social
environmental (social, cultural and organizational) factors have been identified and
described. They can either contribute to or hinder managing social conflicts in
various social realities. The criteria to frame acute social problems, such as
relevance, negotiability, context, issues, information abundance, and thematic
simultaneity have been stated and described. These criteria helped highlight the
challenges in communicative and technological conflicts management on different
interaction stages. Having analysed both theoretical and practical achievements,
the foundation principles such as dialogue participation, priority of interests, and
cooperation have been identified for cognitive communication as they contribute
to mutual understanding within the dialogue. The study concludes that applying
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the dialogue space practice provides long-term results in managing social
contradictions. In particular, it contributes to forming up the effective strategies for
conflict interaction management, spurs triggers activates disseminating social
innovation, and mainstreams common creative activities to work out constructive
solutions. In the author’s opinion, such issues as improving communicative and
technological tools to manage social conflicts in various social realities and
searching for conventional conditions for common understanding and overcoming
challenges are very promising and top-relevant for further research studies. The
range of issues that are promising and relevant for further research includes.

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BLACK HUMOUR IN POLITICAL ADVERTISING.
CULTURAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL ATTRIBUTES

The study provides some findings about black humour in political ads and
its main goal, and that is either influencing the voters’ emotions when it comes to
unpleasant, sometimes absurd and awful things, or drawing the electorate attention
to the sensation message. While choosing the black humour strategy for political
ads, it is crucial to consider ethno-cultural, demographic, and socio-political
specifics of the target region for a politician. Current social trends and situational
factors should be counted too. The empirical pilot study results show peculiarities
in perceiving black humour as part of political advertising by university students
18 to 23 years old born and living in Ukraine. The respondents were given a task
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to choose one political advertising message out of total four: 1) an absurd (‘awful’)
solution of a public problem is presented as black humour; 2) an absurd (‘awful’)
solution is presented in standard way, not a hint for a black humour; 3) a
conventional solution of a public problem is presented without black humour; and
4) an absurd (‘awful’) solution is presented with a black humour but it is refuted or
is considered non-optimal. It has been revealed that respondents prefer serious
messages where both absurd and conventional political decisions are formulated
directly and literally. Based on the Kettell’s questionnaire, the personal devotion
factors towards black humour in political advertising have been highlighted, and
these are sensitivity (scale 1) and anxiety (scale B). The questionnaire resulted in
outcomes demonstrating that respondents who chose both humorous and serious
political slogans had higher sensitivity rates. Those who often chose directly
formulated absurd (‘terrible’) decisions had higher anxiety rates. The study also
provides the following findings: in comparison to men women oftener choose
humorous slogans, whereas men are more likely to prefer expressed directly
slogans without humorous and absurd (‘awful’) decision. The empirical research
results can be for sure used to create targeted political advertising for Ukrainian
students 18 to 23 y.o.

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DYNAMICS OF THE STUDENTS PERCEPTION
OF AN IDEAL POLITICAL LEADER. APPLYING L. SONDI’S TEST

The article presents the author's empirical study outcomes that show
students' subconscious perceptions of an ideal political leader. Such percep-
tions are the integral part of the public political consciousness and they can be
studied on the basis of L. Sondi's test. Besides, the test helps identify latent
features of the voters’ attitudes (which are actually expectations). The study
was conducted in 2003 among students in Chernihiv city (n = 120) and in 2019
among students in two regions of Ukraine — Donbas (Starobilsk, n = 60) and
North-East Ukraine (Chernihiv, n = 67). It focused on studying the dynamics
of youth perceptions about an ideal political leader during a certain period of
time and based on the current regional features of these perceptions. Chernihiv
student youth demonstrated a certain dynamics of preferences towards the
ideal leader. The study showed that along with ‘Feminine’ political leaders
(who were mostly elected a decade and a half ago) today young Ukrainian cit-
izens prefer also ‘masculine’ leaders who are active, decisive, and powerful.
When young Ukrainians in Chernigiv and Donbass examined the portraits of
potential leaders, a certain tendency was documented. Thus, in both groups the
portrait of an extroverted, emotional, active, decisive, and ready for competi-
tion leader turned out to be popular. Moreover, men were painted in all popular
portraits. It should be noted though, the East Ukrainian students (for example,
from Starobilsk) were expecting also to see ‘ethical-humanistic’ and ‘active-
aggressive’ type of men as a political leader, while the students form Chernihiv
preferred ‘erotic-humanistic’ leader. The obtained results can be of interest for
psychodiagnostics, in view of L. Sondi's test adaptation or creating a new spe-
cialized political-psychological methodology, not only for political
psychology (revealing the specifics of everyday political consciousness and
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regional political subcultures). Focusing on specifics of subconscious (irra-
tional) perception of political leaders by other regions representatives, as well
as other age groups appears to be promising for further research.

DIGITAL COMPETENCE OF INTERNET USERS: SOCIAL,
POLITICAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL CASE STUDY
ASPECTS

Digital competence has been studied here as a holistic social and psy-
chological phenomenon characterizing the ability of an individual to act in the
information society. Digitizing various spheres of life requires readiness and
ability to constantly master the latest information and communication technol-
ogies, competently (quickly and qualitatively, consciously and responsibly)
assess their opportunities and risks any modern person has to demonstrate. To-
day digital competence is viewed via social content, it is defined through an
attitude to efficient activities in information society, and personal attitude to
these activities. All that is based on a sense of responsibility, the ability and
willingness of any individual to confidently, effectively, critically and safely
choose and apply information and communication technologies in various life
spheres. Studying digital competence has now acquired even political and
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psychological attributes. The digital competence in information society ena-
bles a person to navigate in the dynamic digital environment of the Internet,
build his or her own style of Internet communication, interact with other social
actors presenting different cultures, and approve autonomous decisions in so-
cial interaction levels from local and national to European and international.
Also, it contributes to the efficient use of information and communication en-
vironment in solving the national problems (his or her country), the problems
in territorial communities and a person’s private life. The digital competence
structure reveals its main components, namely, information and communica-
tion together, motivation and responsibility components. All of them are
closely interconnected and interdependent, thus giving the effect of mutual in-
fluence and interpenetration. The pilot empirical study results show that one
quarter of Internet users has a high overall digital competency index, more than
half Internet users have a medium level, and only each seventh user has got
low digital competency level. The motivational component index is manifested
the least way compared to other components within digital competence struc-
ture. Thus, the overwhelming majority of respondents cannot solve problems
on the Internet occurring due to scammers, dishonest politicians, officials, pro-
viders. This majority are unable to recognize and expose manipulative
technologies, i.e. they are not ready to assume responsibility for risks when
addressing digital technologies. Only half the respondents demonstrated read-
iness to acquire additional knowledge in this area (motivational component).
There was made a conclusion that we face the necessity to study digital com-
petence motivational component as it provides the greatest digital competence
development to the biggest extend. An assumption that both motivational and
the responsibility components determine the civil competence development of
any person.
