The article presents validation arguments for tiiaatage of the constructive-
discourse approach to studying transformation airoonication practices as a factor of
national and citizenship self-identification, nayekcognition of the possibility as such
to construct national identity in the process afoaunication; ideas about the key role
of nucleus constructs in the choice of ways toratg ideas about a constructivist dia-
logue as a means of activating reflection and esirey susceptibility for the choice of
concepts and meanings in the process of commumicatinderstanding discourse as a
communication phenomenon and forms of communicaifaatices.

According to the applied methodology, communicatactices are treated as
means of the purpose-rationalized reflection of tbexmunication relations, establish-
ment of mutual understanding and development @fcéffe models of behavior, which
helps an individual to construct new meanings, étexmine and substantiate his/her
belonging to a certain socio-cultural communitygho identify him- or herself with it.
Indicators of national self-identification have heeletermined. National self-
identification is defined as one’s awareness obigihg to a political nation, a socio-
cultural community, which has experience in statehdraditions, myths and symbols,
shared values and expectations of the future. &isizip self-identification is defined as
a process of individual self-categorization and r@wass raising regarding his\her be-
longing to a community capable of defending iteiasts by means of responsible and
constructive social interaction.

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SOCIALIZING DISCOURSE AS A FACTOR OF CONSTRUCTING
SEMANTICS OF SOCIAL INTERACTION

Socializing discourse is a dynamic construct réifiec specific
configurations of representations about social potitical world as well as
general cultural and national systems of orientatio shared meanings and
definitions that enable social cohesion and intesac Modern socializing
discourse bears such general features of postmibdess fragmentation,
relativism and nihilism as well as specific pecities of the political
environment such as ‘“hybridization” of the tradii@ ideologies,
“mediatization” of the political space, which, imeir turn, determine the
coordinates within which youth constructs the seimarof social interaction.
Amorphous character of civic identification, fragmtetion of the representations
of political and civic participation, contradictivatitudes to norms and rules of
social interaction characteristic of student repnéstions proves the need for
transformation of socializing discourse practicesvards a more systemic
approach and consistency in presenting objectinelsstrategies of social and
political development, role of citizens and civiganizations in their realization,
construction of rational expectations of societyvernment, politics, and
political decision making. Most effective agents safch transformations are
educational institutions and civic associations.

Key words socializing discourse, social interaction, conmdion of
meanings, discourse practice, transformation.

Problem.The process of structuring the political discourgouth so-
cial interaction takes place under the influencemiititype and multivector
semantic constructs produced by the subjects dfqadlsocialization including
young people themselves. Discourse, as argued Bladan, not only repre-
sents images, representations and meanings ofhthadtion participants but
also determines the boundaries of the reality. Agraamic form of social prac-
tice, discourse constructs society, people andtityein the framework of the
existing discourse in the process of socializatjmuth develops their own text.
The main mechanisms of its construction are selectnterpretation and con-
ceptualization of meanings and definitions [4].

The role of the socializing discourse as a facfaepresentation, image
and meaning construction has been emphasized Bgig§eiev. Referring to M.
Foucault, the researcher states that any socialagyt is a complex admissible
discourse, and that one’s world outlook is all @a@e talk about. There is no
external repressive mechanism to restrict one'sodise — it restricts itself. “It
is not the actual social practice, it is the idieat construct discourse and frame
the space for words and muteness” [8, p. 42].
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In other words, discourse is the representatioetbics, values and a
system of beliefs, which are dominant in the sgcjB}. As a product of social
construction discourse regulates social interacfitois a factor of social order
and social control.

The purposeof this article is to provide theoretical backgnduof ex-
ploring discourse as a factor of meaning consiugtoutline peculiarities of
contemporary political discourse and the sociadjzmpact discourse practices
and agents may have on transformation of meanihgsaial interaction.

Historical character and intersubjectity of discourse pievior its le-
gitimization. Discourse does not appear instantasigo Its construction is a
long process of typification and coordination ofiéties of the social actors,
who create and construct the social world in thecess of communication.
Intersubjectity of discourse is emphasized by Esdéu, who argues that the
essence of discourse reveals itself through indalid subjectity shared by
others, intersubjectity and the “life world” of tisebjects who are intentionally
interconnected by communication [3]. Communicatiakes place if there is a
meaning, a shared definition around which intecacmerge. If there is no
such meaning, there is no interaction. There cabeotalid communication
without a shared life context for the participamtich comprises shared defi-
nitions and meanings, which in their turn are camseéd and reconstructed in
the process of communication.

One of the approaches to the conceptualizationggsoand mechanisms
of discourse construction, its definitions and niegs is the theory of the so-
cial construction of reality by P. L. Berger andLlickmann [1], according to
which the social world is not something natural ajieen — it is created by
people and changed by people in the process of comcation. Discourse as a
verbal means of existence of social reality is trmased, deconstructed and
reconstructed accordingly, and this process coesiras long as the humankind
exists. P. L. Berger and T. Luckmann propose tcsiciem three stages of that
process: externalization, objectification and in&dization [1].

On the stage oéxternalizationpeople create the social world in the
process of their existence. They turn their physcaironment — nature — into
the social environment, into the material cultaed use it for their own pur-
poses giving social meanings to natural phenoneaple create the nonmate-
rial culture with its institutional (marriage, moneetc.) and normative (values,
beliefs, norms) components. The latter is the rdegiendable of a human be-
ing, the most abstract and the most meaningfulfonBuman existence. Thus,
it needs a higher level of regulation. To suppb#& tonstructed order people
develop an entire meaning system around that ofider.continuum of mean-
ings related to the skin color with the coordinaiésace and racism can be one
of the example of such a system. Since meaningsuactionally dependent
and abstract, they are contingent and precarioagieder, we do not perceive
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them as such — we perceive them as hard, objewalégy, which is due to the
process of objectification.

Objectification is the process whereby people perceive their eagry
life as regulated and prearranged reality, whicistexndependently of people
and their activities. Precarious meanings are jperdeas stable and as such
that are not questionable. This is achieved dulbein

e institutionalization (embedding in routinized belay;

e historicity (going through generations);

e verbalization (embedding in language);
legitimation (giving meaning cognitive and morakiz.

The last phase of the construction of social ngaditthe process dh-
ternalizationwhereby people learn and accept the legitimizatititional or-
der, which, as a result, turns in a factor of inmgyulation [1].

Every person has his or her own ideas, createsrhi®er own images
and meanings. However, the nature of that processrding to M. Crossley,
depends on the “raw material” which is accessiblepkople in their own cul-
ture. The source of such raw material is the dissm(b].

Cultural dependence and dynamics of structuringnibaning has been
emphasized by D. Leontiev. Every human being exastd develops in the
conditions of the previously created context of miegs, which is determined
by the cultural environment. “Meaning is determirtad the context, but the
context does not stand still, the context is neehdame...” [6, 110]. It is not
possible to say anything old - everything will bmaneach time because of the
changing context. The researcher defines three aoemis of the context: the
context of life, the contest of culture, and theteat of individual experience.

Following W. Dilthey, W. Windelband and H. RickeR, Leontiev in-
terprets construction of meaning as the processxfacting” experience and
its interpretation, as reconstruction of meanin@ssacial actions based on
meanings and definitions created by the societythadenvironment in which
individual's conscience developed. Adherents of tloéer approach
(M. Weber, P. Bourdieu, E. Giddens, J. Habermasgider meaning construc-
tion to be a process of social action rational@atisemantic correlation of ac-
tions with objective rationality as the ideal.

In view of the above mentioned provisions of theatty of discourse as
a factor of meaning construction, as well as theigoally identified peculiari-
ties of the student political world outlook struetuncluding representations of
social interaction (they have been discussed inildiet the previous articles),
we shall analyze the specifics of the current $aoi@ political discourse (the
context of life as put by D. Leontiev) within whichudent representations are
constructed. Such analysis will allow identificatiof general tracks and possi-
bilities to facilitate the reconstruction of socialteraction meanings repre-
sented in the youth discourse.
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General features of modern social and politicatalisse represent new
type of political culture of postmodernity, whoselications are fragmentation,
relativism and nihilism, deficit of democracy aratk of trust in the traditional
political institutions, lack of interest in partp@tion in the political life, low
level of involvement in civic society, and incraagitransparency of the na-
tional identity frame.

Analyzing the meaning construction process in toétipal environ-
ment,O. Malinova names, inter alia, such features ofibitical discourse:

e ‘“hybridization” of the traditional ideologies asgeneral feature of
modernization. It manifests itself in fragmentatwinthe ideological field, lack
of consistency and ideological continuity in formibn and presentation of the
objectives and the strategies of social and palititevelopment replaced with
presentation of certain single social and politipadblems or interests of cer-
tain political groups;

e “mediatization” of the political space, i. e. pugaful construction
of representations of the activities of the pdditielite in the public space aim-
ing at manipulating people’s conscience, which ltesn increasing autonomy
of activities and wafting of meanings through stagvisual effects instead of
facilitating rationalization of the political elitactivities;

e representation of social and political realitieghe discourse is not
systemic, but rather determined by the relevancth¢ocircumstances and the
needs of certain political actors;

e criticism of the status quo in the public spacenseéo be not less
important than its legitimization;

e denial of the aims of social and political devel@mindepending on
the historical and value perspective;

e legitimation of ideas by bringing them into corteda with certain
concept of social good.

Such specifics of the discourse practices withinctvtyouth constructs
their own representations of the political worlde aharacteristic of both single
subjects of political socialization — mass medialjtical parties and govern-
ment institutions, civic associations, educatioerdg and the socializing envi-
ronments as a whole. This is proved by the findiothe empirical research
and the identified tendencies of fragmentation,tmwersy and mythological
character of the value models and strategies délsmteraction, simulacrum
civic identification, schematic representation oty and means of social and
political interaction, narrow radius of trust bdthrizontal and vertical.

Despite certain objective precipitations of the astit structure of the
youth representations of social interaction, we ldike to discuss possible
ways of “adjusting” the semantics of social inté¢i@t to ensure a long-time
individual and social perspective. Therein we meeaourity and stability of
citizens’ lives and viability, sustainability an@rntinuity of the society devel-
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opment, which, in the long run, contribute to sdfrelopment and creativity of
an individual.

Tracks of transformation of the socializing dis@®irconstructs have
been drawn from the problem clusters of sociakatton representations iden-
tified in the course of the empirical research.Saluisters are the amorphous
civic identification, the narrow radius of intergenal and institutional trust,
the fragmented representation of the involvementsistainable networks,
vagueness in representation of civic activitiesytiaictive attitude to social
norms and suctions.

Transformation of discourse practices of the pmditisocialization sub-
jects should accordingly focus on:

e systemic approach and ideological consistency @sgmting objec-
tives and strategies of social and political depeient, role of citizens and
civic associations in their realization (opportiest with regards to decision
making and responsibility);

e awareness of the value of social interaction amstnument of de-
fending one’s interests and interests of the conitpuand understanding the
rules of such interaction;

e search of constructive ways of resolving socialtemrersies, e. g.
usage of the technologies of cosmopolitan commtinicg8], according to
which coordination between different groups or peds more important than
reaching coherency of their positions;

e construction of the rational expectations with relgato society,
government and politics, mechanisms and conditddnmlitical decision mak-
ing and their realization;

e awareness of the essence of civic activities, ways spheres of
civic intervention as well as acquisition of positiexperience of citizens’ (or
civic associations) interaction with authorities;

e law obedience as a basic civic attitude, respetit@éaule of law as
well as positive experience with regards to theaiteness of law and activi-
ties of the law enforcement bodies;

e understanding of the value of the established sooians and rules,
advantages of their observation even if this entaktrictions for individual
freedom;

e awareness of citizens’ responsibility for the olsaton of the “rules
of the game” in the community and positive attitdo¢hose who care.

All the agents (or subjects) of political sociatina can contribute to the
outlined transformations of the socializing disamurHowever, possibilities,
level and effectiveness of their influence are th@ same. This depends on
their social functions and means of communicatf@mypossess.

The main role in the process of youth socializatis undoubtedly
played by the family. This is proved by the numearstudies of the effective-
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ness of the influence of the main socializationrageHowever, family is a
private sphere, where communication may be operefmmmendations, but it
is not the subject to external regulations.

Prominent role in youth discourse structuring hgkbto mass media,
which thanks to its large number, variety, accelitsitand modern IT is an
effective means of communication and meaning caostm. At the same time,
there is a series of restrictions that minimize expectations of media poten-
tial regarding the transformation trends outlindeb\se. One of them is them
deals with the so called mediatization of the damia political environment as
it has been argued by O. Moskalenko. It implieg thadia purposefully con-
structs representations of certain political elitagivities in order to manipu-
late citizens’ minds and support those elites ihiedng their political goals
instead of presenting unbiased information, systeanialysis of social and po-
litical processes and exposing citizens to diffetegnds and concepts of social
and political development. An objective ground $oich a restriction is a spe-
cific format of the communication process with thedia. Within that commu-
nication there is no exchange of information asisuén the majority of cases
the other side acts exclusively as the recipietth@finformation.

Unlike media, education institutions and civic argations have to and
are capable of supporting active communicationtdutaeir institutional func-
tions. The first do it in the community of educatid actors, the latter — among
members of civic organizations and broader puldiecch communication pre-
supposes not only information exchange, but alsmditation of objectives,
development of strategies of their reaching inghecess of involvement into
common cognitive and civic activities. This regsimeaching consent on dis-
course practices and construction of the sharexddise.

Numerous studies in the field of political socialibn prove the role of
education and educational experience in developmegbuth social interac-
tion strategies [11; 12]. They state that youngpteowho obtain social knowl-
edge and skills in the process of education, hapesaibility to participate in
discussions and debates, learn to take part inntanty activities in the local
community, more often demonstrate social respadiitgibsolidarity, and readi-
ness to be involved in different forms of civic iaittes. Two types of educa-
tional activities of the educational institutionsseérve special attention. They
are:

e creation of educational situations which involveutfo interaction,
coordination, set-up of common objectives and dgekent of mutually ac-
ceptable strategies of problem solving and meet@ad needs of the commu-
nity;

e offering opportunities for youth participation inwide range of
civic organization, clubs and associations.
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In the process of interaction its participants heovéind ways to coordi-
nate different, sometimes opposite stand points dads. To do this one
should, firstly, define the coherence line in viefwthe fact that different par-
ticipants have different perceptions of the reastims consequences and the
time frame of the actual problem solution, as wasllof the logic of their own
actions and actions of the other party; secondguetbp a communication
technology where every party is perceived andéckas “one of us”, as well as
construct a “common language”; thirdly, be prepai@dccept and recognize
the results of the common activities, which mayeddfom those which were
originally planned by the communicators [14].

Student involvement into meaningful, real but nduactional activity
through realization of social projects and voluptactivities makes it possible
to link their learning experience with the solutiofhthe actual problems of the
community. Young people obtain skills to act anaicreobjectives, realize their
own capability to influence the environment, gesipee experience of social
interaction. Young people take a stand when thaljzes that a social problem
is relevant to them, and a condition for its releais awareness of the respon-
sibility for its solution.

Studies proves that even as an obligatory typedatational activities
youth involvement into voluntary work is an effegtiway of development of
social abilities, responsibility and consolidatiohpolitical and social identity
[13].

Youth gets the experience of interaction in a grotpung people learn
what it means to be group or organization membwasge rights, influence the
group decision-making process and take the respitisifor the mission of
the group. They gain such experience through ppation in civic associa-
tions. Analyzing mechanisms of the impact of theccassociation membership
on developing youth mativation for social involvemieC. Flanagan states that
despite the fact that social remuneration is onthefmajor motives of mem-
bership for most young people, their adherencealoes and ideals of those
organizations as well as solidarity and identifimatwith them grow with the
time. If an individual feels solidarity with the @ip, he or she can sacrifice
their personal achievements for the community ve@tig [12]. At the same
time young people experience collective effectiwsné. e. belief in the group
capability to achieve something together, in coapen with other members,
especially if that cooperation is successful. Sisgeial and political aims are
as a rule achieved through a collective actiols @nother important mecha-
nism of developing youth motivation for civic paipation.

Special emphasis on the importance of membershigvin organiza-
tions was placed by A. de Tocqueville, who argueat bnly through interac-
tion in civic associations can people learn critiessons in cooperation and
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discipline, shape their moral virtue, develop thetellect, public spiritedness,
and willingness and ability to participate in sgtfvernment [10; 15].

Conclusions The main agents of socializing discourse prastiteat
promote youth awareness raising with regards toegbf social interaction as
an instrument of protecting their own interests amdrests of the community
as well as exercising rules of such interactioneatacational institutions and
civic associations.

Education and civic discourse are not isolated ftbensocializing dis-
course and can hardly compete with such powerfaoladning agent as, for
example, mass media. Thus, a condition for recocistm of the semantics of
social interaction in the political world outlook e university students is the
coordination of discourse practices of all the maocializing agents on the
track of conceptualization (or reconceptualizatiof)the basics of political
socialization, specification of its goals and sgi¢s in view of the current so-
cial and political environment as well as perspesiand priorities of the na-
tional development [2].

Yarovyi D. O. Conceptualization of civic confrontdion in political science,
political psychology and social psychology research

A significant number of definitions of conflict sa€and political processes re-
cently taking place in the society are circulatinghe Ukrainian scientific and popular
discourses. They refer both to the armed conflict @ the general state of the Ukrai-
nian society. To study these developments it i@s®ary to give them a clear definition.
The author proposes to use the term “civic confibon” to describe such processes at
large. The aim of this article is to explain theepbmenon of civic confrontation in rela-
tion to other social phenomena and to distinguistwben discursive practices utilized
regarding these phenomena. To this end, a compaoiscivic confrontation with such
phenomena as civil war, civic conflict, social datf and social tension is conducted.
The results prove that the unclear distinction leetwthose phenomena allows using
them for psychological manipulation, since the ttany of the application of the terms
is often motivational. However, civic confrontatialiffers from the above-mentioned
phenomena by representing a complex process ahtfastate confrontation between
groups in a society, which is characterized by despe and ideological contradictions
between the parties.

The outcomes of the theoretical and methodologicallysis of the concept of
social capital as a psychological resource araudgad in the article. The findings prove
the appropriateness of defining social capitahie psychological discourse in terms of
quantity and quality of interpersonal relationsdroilevel of social capital). A positive
interconnection between the social capital andohyehological resource of an individ-
ual has been found. The five indicators of socepi@al as a psychological resource
identified in the course of the analysis are tH¥ang: effectiveness of social interac-
tion, intergroup coherence, interpersonal trushiwifa social group, social identification
with a group, and readiness for mutual help. Thaifaestations of social capital are self
effectiveness, dispositional optimism in the nompared contexts, high self-
evaluation, aspiration level in reaching set-uplgicand social support. Social capital as
a psychological resource is considered to be assacivith the psychological opportu-
nities of the environment, using which an individoan reach his/her goals as well as
facilitate meeting the objectives of the group he/belongs to.

A number of socio-psychological factors that predeine the development of
fascism are outlined in the article. Fascism israef as a mass social movement and a
state formation of a totalitarian type based onult right ideology. The author argues
that fascism should be treated as a form of see#tion to a failed attempt to develop
democratic relations. Among the main socio-psyogicl factors of establishing such
reactions there is a low level of social competeoté¢he population, lack of liberal
value orientations in the society, and low socigbjsctity of the population. Another
socio-psychological factor of fascism is consideaetieaning crisis in a society, which
manifests itself in opposing to outgroups as thexmaeans of social self-assertion and
an ideological vector of state development.

The article deals with the issues of hormativeigiis a society. The author ana-
lyzes a contradiction between old and new sociamsoand its consequences for the
individual behavior using the anomie theory apphoéy E. Durkheim and R. K.
Merton. According to Merton's classification of theomie behavior types, the behavior
connected with the replacement of old rules wittv m@es is called rebellion. The au-
thor makes an attempt to further develop the tygplof the rebellious behavior and
identifies the following categories of rebels: ifigts, Jacobins and reformers. Nihilists
are the rebel who break old rules and do not createones. The rebels that destroy old
norms and forcefully introduce new ones are calladobins. The rebels who do not
destroy but gradually transform old norms into reves are named reformers. The con-
clusion about the need to prevent deviant sociahtier by means of reformative social
creativity is made.

The article deals with the analysis of the phenameof terrorism based on the
psychoanalytic approach in the framework of E. I&@n’s identity theory, H. Kohut's
self psychology theory, and the object relatiorsotiy. Terrorist activities are consid-
ered in the context of the negative solution ot crisis, narcissistic defect displayed
through narcissistic rage, jealousy, and exteratitin of unconscious fantasies of the
schizoid-paranoid position. Terrorist group dynasnibas been analyzed in the
framework of W.Bion'stheory ofthe dight-flight» basic assumption in groups. It is
manifested in the group paranoid regression cheniaetl by a split or a search for an
external enemy fighting, which consolidates theugraround its leader. A terrorist
group is united by a primitive ideology built orsharp differentiation between the good
and the evil, intolerance to ambivalence and anityigas well as leader’s personality
characterized by the paranoiac traits and evergmaiit narcissism.

Problem. Human society has always wanted find the key to self-
efficacy, self-realization, and happiness everyualind lots of times this
search was made by analyzing life strategies afehwho appeared as serious
and successful people.

In the conditions of ongoing political, economicendographic and
socio-cultural transformations becoming an adublifure person has new con-
notations. Postmodernity claims the social gamehith personality loses the
constancy of its own identity; it should alwaysngéorm its identity and
find ways to self-efficiency in current conditionsf liquid modernity
(Z. Bauman).

Socio-psychological characteristics of the “posterod individual, as
opposed to the “modern” individual, change in theeation of losing
competitiveness and rationality. Admiring its owniesitific and technical
achievements, “modern” person was focused on isgrgacognitive abilities,
was active, impatient, and arrogant about its oapabilities, tested its own
endurance, and stimulated self-regulation. Thus,eta of individualism has
come, which has led to the expansion of alienatindifference, focusing on
quick profits, and lack of understanding those \dti#is consequences.
However, these hardened characteristics tend toabeformed in postmodern
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reality, where individuals cease to put themselvnespposition to the world,
and their identity becomes the result of their difensituation design.

As far as identity is always striving for balancambrdination of social
and personal aspects, in unstable conditions athesaits crisis which is acute,
limited in time, subjective experience of impostipito implement life goals,
objectives and plans [2]. Therefore, it is logittadt the basis of postmodern life
is not the creation of individual identity, but adimg fixation. Personality is
transformed into motion, process, search, with tace for steadiness and
sustainability (J. Holstein, J. Gubrium, T. Tytékeh That's why postmodern
personality should continuously adapt to changed seek ways of self-
realization to overcome uncertainty.

As a result, the response to this reality liesdoapism, infantilism, and
dependence that engendered new social figure - ultkid Kidults,
contemporary “20-40-year-old children”, are repre¢atves of the middle and
upper classes who acclaim youth values unconsgialestying their age, and
do not plan to have family or make any durable stweents in the construction
of their own lives. So, kidult appeared as a neycps-social type.

The “kidult” subject is predominantly developed\Western European
countries and the USA (J.Bernardini, A. Calcutt,Cate, K. Crawford,
F. Furedi). Variously, there is talk about the waorg increase of
“adultescents” and “kidults” in the US and Austaali“Nesthocker” in
Germany, “KIPPERS” (Kids In Parents’ Pockets ErgdiRetirement Savings)
in the UK, “mammone” in Italy, “boomerang kids” @anada, and “kawaii” in
Japan.

After the baby boom years, the birth rate in thest®en world has
progressively decreased and, as a consequencegvértage age has risen
strongly and alarmingly tends to grow. It is menéd in J. Bernardini's works,
that in 1950 those who were fourteen years oldess Imade up more than a
third of the world's population; today these artydr8.5%, and it is estimated,
that in forty years they will be only 8.6%. In thimited States the average age
has switched from 25 years old in 1960 to 38 in2Moreover, it is assumed
that the number of people over seventy years oldbei greater than that of
teenagers by the year 2050 in the United States.Elinopean scenario reflects
this trend in an even more obvious manner: in Feathe average age is 40
years old, in Spain and Bulgaria 42, in Italy arefi@any 44.

Kidults
can live longer under their parents’ protection dne parents can get more
support from their grown up children, overcoming #ibsence or the shortage
of psychological, social, and/or economic resouréggording to information
at www.data.oecd.org, several countries noted theeasing number of young
adults who return home after living outside the ifanthe part of those who
returned to parental houses increased from 25%9%0 1o 46% in 2001. In
European countries there are 48% of women and 3J6ftem living in the
parental houses among people aged from 18 to 3¢ y#d there; in Japan
there are 70% of single working women aged betw&®85 years old, who
share the home with parents; in the United Stéeetare 38% of young adults
living with parents.

So, we find youthfulness and childishness the stilyjefetishization of
adult behavior absence.

Can such perspective of demographic aging throhghptism of social
rejuvenation processes lead to the psychologiciliré® Nobody answers
clearly. So, the aim of the article is to give arswer to this question, and
present an effective strategy (in a project manrfer) prevention and
overcoming this theoretical failure which is trehes irresponsibility.

So, on the one hand, as not caring in their eaglyry about building
career, acquiring ownership, and creating familiuks do not invest in
developing their psychological resources which laetter self-consciousness
and adequate self-esteem. Therefore, they have rgpgutive to remain
dependent for the whole life [1].

An important kidult problem is the lack of motivai in building classic
adulthood markers: independence, family, and w8tkQften there is the lack
of kidults’ motivation and procrastination tendessi which hinder plans
achieving, and thus setting any tasks, both gleinal daily, is devalued and
despised thing. Personal aims and intentions arébeiong implemented into
practice that breaks kidult self-efficiency intitaditional meaning.

But on the other hand, kidultism tends to becomecamal and
apprehensible practice of postmodern everydaywfere leisure and pleasure
are perceived as keys to development and happirfgtaying young and
childish becomes a strategy for coping with ungtagbcial conditions and
unclear future.

Taking into account the historical-generational retge we can clearly
define that the phenomenon of infantilization cansealmost exclusively
people, who are in their thirties and forties cothg those who once were
labeled as baby boomers and characterized by ghé&isant contrast of values
and behavior in comparison with their parents [This generation has
preferred to reject and deny the culture of oldeope to exalt the value that
the life stage of youth has been acquired, ratiem treating a new and better
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meaning of maturity. By refusing a culture based authoritarianism,
patriarchy and masculinity they were trying to bmeobetter partners and
parents, but failed to propose an alternative madeinaturity [1]. But this
failure was only seen by the previous, so-calledapggenerations.

On a psychological level, the standard model ofitadad is provided
for greater self-understanding and self-confidenesulting from accumulation
of experiences and skills, and by the consequecialsoalidation [1]. The
adulthood as a prototype of stability, experiencel aertainty has been
preserved over time, but today this representdtambeen transformed from an
idea into a hard-imagined ideal [4].

In the classical paradigm responsibility, which dige be strongly
correlated with the adultness, was the charadtergdt personality’s social
typicality [5]. The individual had to be accountakib lots of institutions and
after that become responsible for oneself, so & th® mechanism of control
transforming from external to internal. Autonomisponsibility was kind of
elevation over the life, ability to self-determiimatt according to its holistic
flow [5]. But postmodern understanding of the omgpirealities of life in
discursive justification of variety of cultural wds and types of goal-setting
has given a chance of the formation of a new celtaf integrating of
something another without subordination or assimifa[7]. It means that
responsibility as personal experience should beedaid in the life context,
but not to become something standing over life getsonality. The
postmodern legitimization of the coexistence ofedi#nt cultural logics, ways
of understanding and implementation of the workbadllowed to change the
meaning of the “barbaric” child’s thinking regardino adult rationality and
responsibility from the marginal and peripheraletd the progressive one.
This increase of social recognition of children'srid perception contributed to
substantial interpretation expansion of “childistsfe which ceased to be
localized in only one age period and age group [7].

The postponed adulthood practice appeals to namdeptivity.
Reproductivity provides returnable solutions toitgb everyday tasks and
choices of well-known, familiar, repeatedly trawetath. The person, whose
reproductive practices prevail, is not even considefeatures, which require
some courage to take risks and test something 8pvB(it kidults are creative
and live their lives ready for adventures. In thiay kidults overcome the
power of traditions, where maturity is associatathwroductivity, discipline
and individual responsibility. Instead of any ndgita for the times of their
youth they feel themselves very comfortable herd maw, in the days of
feminism, mass celebrity culture, and contempocarysumerism [4].

Really, calls for greater responsibility and comm@nt in the young age
seem particularly ironic at a time when most of thdsting templates of
maturity have already declared bankruptcy [4]. W&lishow the world that
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their life-creational practices are in the contimubetween the poles of quiet,
habitual life, and stormy, unexpected, risky li¢g. [

There are some statements concerning kidults’ chexiatics which are
comfortably embedded into the concept of unstabkmodern times. Kidults
can frequently react to their desires, which is enmfluenced by thémpetus
than by the reason. Their sensedependencyrevails over the search for in-
dependence. As the contemporary time is inevitaidyked by the dimensions
of doubt and uncertainty, they tend to ashore questionsand show more
search activitiesKidults also prefeimmediate gratificatiorinstead of future
benefits, and choos@stantaneous pleasurmstead of long-term happiness.
They put themselves and theivn problems in the center of individual experi-
ence disregard the presence and interests of othatsage often convinced
that everything is allowed to them. Thekaim their rightsinstead of thinking
about their obligations. Kidults are the ones wkaide to go and live on their
own with their partner or friends, and then dedleeturn to thefamily nest
they prefer the temporariness of various cohabitatirather than ostensible
inalterability of marriage; they are also the oné® getdivorced and get mar-
ried again Kidults arepresentiststhey focus their attention almost exclusively
on theday-to-daydimension and are unable to make long-term prajestiand
conduct necessary to overcome the insecurity arktgnrelated to the vision
of the future. Their vision of life ipredominantly individualisticit seems hard
to feel themselves as relatives, companions, lowgtizens or members of a
community — they don't like the certain designasio@n the contrary, kidults
alsochase the standardized trends and desires of ththgahey suppress the
variety, singularity and distinctiveness of theiwropersona in favor of an ex-
traordinarily universal youth culture to enjoy ts&me identical products - tan-
gible or intangible, regardless of age and nationfl].

Obijectively, kidults have all the advantages ofledbut only few of
their duties. And this is what “not accepting”-setgi can learn from them.
These Carlsons and Peter Pans with their pulsathnyamic life-creational
practices can be the key for overcoming cognitisaservatism and institu-
tional inertia, for fighting the systems of tenumed promotion, bureaucracies
and outdated class values.

Previous socio-psychological discourses were caivin that one
should perceive the reality as the doubtless albjgact but postmodern dis-
course assures that we need to catch the convahtiod simulative meanings
of reality [8]. In this worldview, only conventiohgommitments — the most
normative forms of social and cultural practicesan be truly mature and re-
sponsible [4].

The only possibility to overcome negative trendschtkidults can face
is the gradual dissemination of ideas about whapamsibility is in
contemporary life. The media could be a cornersiangolving this problem,
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but marketing economics and exploitation of defi@eds do not allow to rely
on the constructive personality potential. The pstam of infantilization by
the market has the aspiration to foster the regness the consumer’s desires
in order to make them more compatible with a céipttéogic based on surplus
production and equality of the products. If the summer culture leads, the
counterculture should come, and it is able to owm& consumptive
mainstream, but remembers the values of postmaierni

Traditionally, discipline, diligence, and severenese associated with
control instances concept, account of opportunitéesl measures for taking
responsibility. But, as mentioned above, postmodessponsibility is not
synonymous with the meaning of classical respolisibiEthics and socio-
psychological meaning of responsibility in the postiern culture context fit
into the concept of responsibility in the face bé& tOther [6]. Like this goal-
setting is linked to the development and consdlidabf responsibility, it
becomes addressed to the Other and shared witttier, and the specific
aims of realization contributes to the coherent anderstandable building of
“I"-authorship to overcome an identity crisis. Rostlern responsibility is the
ability to move towards the Other regardless ofheis positive or negative
attitude towards Me. A person with such resporisjbiloes not oppose itself to
the society, and expresses itself within existiogia order and, moreover, is
interested in its support.

Thus, the idea of responsibility versus irrespailigibcan be spread by
means of reference groups. We can see the potesftisdansition to the
responsible personality functioning in the creatafncommunities where the
sense of belonging to the network would be the nuhkiwer as continuous
symbolic access to support resources.

Connections, networking as the means of interactiamd
communication, and the method of social integratiand both sources of
interest conflicts, have always existed. Being inéflfor postmodern mind
would mean being out of society, out of civilizedogress, out of culture
magistrals, bringing the chaos and uncertaintyheffuture into one’s life.

In postmodernity the community is the one to dedfdelegitimacy and
the validity of spreading thoughts, and postmodestability may pacify
exactly by means of community which opens to pabtynidentity mirrors and
capabilities to juggle them, receiving continuadback.

Those are networking and feedback to become basicigles for
creating community. Thus, kidults usually live bypthless standards, hiding be-
hind the facade of artificial sociality which igtual reality and online social net-
works. In a case of community work, on the contréig virtuality is to reinforce
the networking and become a tool for goals achgvind each participant will
receive real support to overcome existential egearent, because those who
avoid proximity require group work more than oth@gg¢sRudestam).
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Although incorporation of some of these postmodemtures is already
widely used in various communities (mainly with aoercial interests); the
application of postmodern ideas to responsibiliytext has not yet been put
into kidults’ practices.

The global aim of a number of projects that coultbeace the ideas of
rethinking and reusing kidults’ irresponsibility ke prevention of the trend
towards ageing of population due to significantrgitative superiority of older
generation over the young one (the rapid declinthenbirth rate among the
middle and upper classes in the developed coupttieaddition, the kidults as
those who make trends can provide a role model grotrer members of soci-
ety. Conditions must be created in which kidultsulsidbe able to achieve their
immediate goals and find their own strategies fealthg with uncertainty as
soon as possible in order to start a family ané @ivth to children. Thus, mul-
tiplying the number of representatives of the medclbss as potentially wealthy
individuals will take place through changes in peal intentions and by in-
creasing the birth rate.

So, the goal of the possible project is evaluatibthe community effec-
tiveness in reducing the level of irresponsibilifiykidults through networking,
collaborative action and intensification of thedbaentity of the project par-
ticipants.

The central hypothesis of the project might be §@ing people with
distinctive features of kidults will demonstratehmher level of personal re-
sponsibility and achievement of previously set gaster weekly group meet-
ings during few months.

After conducting this research, there will be aaclmeasure of the pro-
posed community effectiveness, and such schemesnif will be possible for
usage and dissemination in a broader social cantext

Specific aims can be the following:

— universalization of the diagnostics for the feasupékidults;

— popularization of networking and coworking throutdjte activities
of the community;

— dissemination of ideas about credibility of achigvpersonal goals;

— the transformation of kidults’ ideas about persaraponsibility;

— fixing kidults ability to set goals;

— implementation of the usage of contacts networkénduthe goals
realization in everyday practice of kidults;

— make kidults’ perception of their own achievemeptsitive, and
increase the level of their personal responsibility
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Using knowledge about postmodernity in the praatitsocial and psy-
chological support and correction can provide néswpoint in specific struc-
ture of community meetings and everyday supponaficipants through the
creation of a network of contacts. The group mesttiprcan be used as a fa-
cilitating factor in the achievement of specificaip by the members, and in-
crease their personal responsibility.

Carrying out research within postnonclassical pgradwe focus on the
tools, instruments, quality materials, which leadstientific interdisciplinarity
and search for pragmatic and social interactionsthiidologically, the project
should use a systemic approach as a method toiexpk interrelations and
mutual influence of personality and society (L. vBartalanffy, J. Habermas,
N. Luhmann); social constructivism as a presumptibthe idea that reality is
constructed by people themselves (P. Berger, heByuT. Luckmann); the
concept of psychological practices as a presentatiche variety of ways for
personal construction and transformation of theldvior terms of everyday life
(T. Tytarenko, O. Kochubeynyk, K. Cheremnykh). Engal implementation
of the project should be based on the theory ofigidynamics of K. Lewin as
the deployment of the collective processes in tteug and the concept of
group meetings of C. Rogers as an instrument ttitéde trusting relationships
between people.

13. Analysis of the community effectiveness (prawidthe second di-
agnostics in experimental and control groups; dpglgvaluation criteria).

Conclusions.Dealing with contemporary 20-40-year-old kidults ds
very urgent problem as they seem to spread theigeacof irresponsibility
which can lead to the lack of a role model for fatgenerations, the birth rate
declining, and depletion of social and natural ueses. The basic product,
which appears as the result of the project on egigul of irresponsibility im-
plementation should become kidults’ everyday pcactiof using self-
development communities. Implementation of the gbyvill open up perspec-
tives for further research of the problem in theedeped and developing coun-
tries, providing the opportunity for making compam and expanding range of
regulation of kidults’ irresponsibility. Thus, weamr shift the discussion to a
larger stage: from individuals who became respdasiimd communities to-
wards corporative, collaborative and post-natidoahs of responsibility.

Three prastbf constructing tolerant attitudes
are under consideration: the declarative one aseétipe of conciliating contradictions,
the repressive one as a practice of regulatingidés towards “others as strangers”, and
the protective one as a practice of treating “atlaar different people”. It is stressed that
unlike other forms of social control tolerance paity facilitates the process of destig-
matization of “others” in a society. The social straction of “another one” as the one
that has the right to exist in a communication emvinent is supported by the govern-
ment institutions instruments such as censorshiperdisement, application of the figure
and background play, mediation, construction oéralitive success stories, etc. The
author outlines prospects of further research enirtetruments of constructing tolerant
attitude practices.

The results of theoretical study of the psycholabfactors’ influence on
the radicalization of youth political behavior hdiscovered that radicalism plays
a destabilizing role in the society on the grourfidt® specifics features in the
way of its revealing. So that it turns in one of timain factors of confrontation
between political actors, it entails aggravation aainflicts in society and
enhances them. The main psychological factors dicatization of youth
political behavior lie in some age-related psychalal requisites, which are:
risk and aggressiveness attraction; suggestibilityigue features of political
socialization flow and its results; particular dties of parent-child relationship;
the processes of personal self-determination anilsidentification; social and
psychological moods like dissatisfaction with thelity of life and one’s place
in it, social injustice, anxiety, fears, one’s partar world view. The trigger for
radical political behavior revealing in most casiss some social-political
precedent. Personality in the sphere of politiekdtions shows up through one’s
political behavior so that youth political radiaation displays its specific
features.

Problem.Radicalization of youth political behavior is a nstop proc-
ess which turns into acute problem at present. nBsts among which
T.R. Gurr, P.M. Fernbach, B. Ganor, A.P. Schmidg.Q. Vasylchuk, have
already investigated some specific underlying reasfor that matter which
become apparent literally in all the spheres ofrgley life — from political
engagement to religious world view. Young peoptel fihemselves faced with
frustration of the real world solving actual prabke linked with their age —
identity and self-identification so that they try find some ways out of that
status. There is a wide diversity of such ways @amel possible alternative may
reveals as a radical protection. Thus, there isaalin understanding requisites
for radical attitudes in youth surrounding and ticdil behavior of young peo-
ple as well.

Objectiveof the papellies in investigating and analyzing psychological
determinants of complex phenomenon of radicalipaté youth political be-
havior which has its own specific reasons of deidwvaand progression.

The group of youth itself reveals all the typicaktjties of a large social
group. It has its own particular social and psyogaal peculiarities like any
other age group, so that one can distinguish #rtldrom any other age group.
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The specific features of some random young persenin his or her
perfectionism, emotional lability and irritabilitynaking idols and following
them afterwards. Very often there is a lack of isight skills for conflicts
resolving in the youth surrounding as a mattemcf.fSometimes young people
are not ready or rather are not able to maintaiair tlself-possession.
E. Chekmaiev noted that there is one special ysttftum which has been
formed lately increasingly manifests itself to betizely focused on some
postmodern values, including the emphasis on hurgdrts and freedom and
individualism, declining respect to authority andvgrnment institutions [1,
p. 102].

In order to analyze the psychological determinanftyouth political
behavior radicalization, its strongly needed toirdefrvhat is radicalism itself.
Radicalism is interpreted as a specific philosophy the idea of social and
political changes focused on systematical destppwnd altering the existing
state institutions that is logically regarded agect and fair [7, p. 51-54]. In a
nutshell, radicalism means a distance between laetelkestablished regime,
the desire to change it, or transform it at leaguindamental ways.

There is one more interpretation of the conceptaaficalism in the
discourse of political psychology in which its defion is political radicalism
which is treated as a sociocultural phenomenonitiondd by the peculiarities
of the state development and appears in valuess stafimite forms of political
behavior [8, p. 282]. Anyway there is no link beeameradicalism and some
particular political position. Thus, radicalism isot just some random
situational phenomenon, but an objective realitgpeeially in current
circumstances.

There are some very similar, but not the same guacehich are
extremism and terrorism. Sometimes they can beiegp@s synonyms but
definitely they all have different meanings.

Extremism is interpreted as a commitment to extrgrositions and
activities. In the political discourse this phenome means some specific
intention to solve actual problems or achieve gdlateugh the most radical
methods even violence [3, p. 86]. Radicalism artceexism are very similar by
their definitions, though M. Funke makes an attetamifferentiate concepts of
radicalism and extremism so that he draws a lineéden them. He notes that
though radicals may show high levels of intense estentrated criticism of
the system they never implement those ideas irdatioe and never convert
words into shoots unlike the extremists who dq[243].

Terrorism is the most stringent in its methods.idtknown as a
generalized concept, which denotes a complex phenomthat involves fear
and terror as a goal of one’s actions and someifgpacts and actions, their
particular results and the full range of effectf Ro terrorism is not so much

No doubt, the nature of radical political behav®protest. T. Gurr was
the first who discovered the main cause for theagstoand radicalization of
political behavior which leads eventually to relwll It lies in the accumula-
tion of so-called relative deprivation which is peived discrepancy between
value expectations and value capabilities. In otherds, this is the tension
between your actual state, and what you feel youlshbe able to achieve. The
intensity and scope of relative deprivation strgngibtermine the potential for
collective violence. T. Gurr gives a long review pdychological research on
aggression, and concludes that frustration-aggresdsi the primary source of
the human capacity for violence, although aggres&ameither necessary nor
sufficient (indeed, he concedes that sometimesdgdeiwes violence, but that
frustration is a much stronger motivating forceheTmore intense and pro-
longed a feeling of frustration, the greater thebaibility of aggression protest
afterwards. The author also reveals three competimlanations and finds
them either irrelevant or at least not in confliéth relative deprivation:

— cognitive dissonance,

— anomie (means normlessness),

— conflict (essentially, relative deprivation caudeyg competition with
another group).

But aggression itself is not yet radical politide@havior. For this to
occur the politicization has to happen. It is embddin the actual socio-
political situation and acts as an intermediaryMeen radical political behavior
and latent aggression that becomes quite conspEc[®u According to the
A.G. Maslow’s theory of needs, the most basic disfaction has physiological
nature [1]. On this basis T. Gurr postulates tlaisfaction of physiological
needs is the panacea for its growth [9]. But stdividuals seek for safety, high
status, feeling themselves belong to some commusutythat physiological
stability doesn’t even cover one’s radical motioati

Aggressive behavior is something quite typical &irthe people, but
why then one shows aggressive behavior and anotiemdoesn’t? L. Berko-
witz found out that one’s awareness of frustratietermines anger. Aggressive
behavior shows up when it's reinforced by some rexeinfluence, i.e. in a
case of interaction between individual and a soofefeustration object [6]. So
an external stimulus is inseparable for aggredsdbavior showing up.

Humanistic approach in psychology explains indigildubehavior
through investigation of personality capable fdf-aetualization of one’s self.
This person makes a responsible choice among tihetyaf opportunities. The
interaction between a child and parents forms #aghes its self. According to
C. Rogers’ theory, there is the “real self” whidhwes for reaching the “ideal
self”. If the difference between them is pretty Jowe can consider the
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potential for personal growth, but if the differenis too high, we can observe
some discomfort, which is about to be located i®'®meurotic behavior.
Internal contradictions between the "real self" #mel "ideal self* can explain
the youth radicalism. The lack of mental capacity $olving intrapersonal
conflicts can compel to radical type of behaviondAthat potential derives
from the parents-child relationships and in turtedmines the inability to build
frank interpersonal relationships [13]. Thus, tlekl of warm and frank
relationships can lead to identity crisis whicim@ completely shaped at such a
young age. Radical forms of behavior can bring belagical abreaction from
accumulated negative mental energy.

Person’s about to assimilate and keep some ruleéswfpolicy works,
some patterns and standards of political behatradjtions and stereotypes of
the political world. Political values and traditmyrbehavioral patterns and other
elements of political culture are absorbed contirslyy and this process can be
limited only by one’s life span. Scientists who dred to the social-cognitive
approach consider youth radicalism through thenpo$ social learning so that
radical behavior is acquired through it and fasterme one’s individual
experience. A. Bandura’s theory of social learnogens up some particular
factors of mental activity which are cognitive, beloral and environmental
ones. They all are interdependent. Social surranitifluences though person
participates actively according to his or her soi& which in turn constructs
social atmosphere. According to the theory, leaynoan occur through
observation and can be reproduced further in p&rdwehavior as a result of
implementing into practice all that knowledge whltds been obtained during
observation [5]. In other words, specific condiSofiame social learning of
radical behavior where radicalism acts as onee#fttributes of behavior.

At his time E. Fromm pointed that loneliness arndredtion are constant
features of human existence as people always fiathselves in a situation of
choice between freedom and security, between sgdkincontrol over their
own lives, on the one hand, and belonging to teroanity, on the other hand.
The scientist highlights some strategy for soluimg dilemma, which is known
as "escape from freedom”. It includes:

— Automaton conformity. This item is embodied in caomhity, which
in extreme cases transforms person into so-categchine”. Automaton con-
formity displaces the burden of choice from sel$tmiety. Losing individuality
and uniqueness, the personality simply dissolvethé surrounding and re-
moves the freedom of choice almost entirely.

— Authoritarianism means giving control of oneself aaother. Its
main purpose is to establish connection with aropleeson that can act in the
form of sadistic and masochistic behavior.

— Destructiveness is considered as any process wdtigmpts to
eliminate other people or the whole world, all sz@pe freedom. Its feature is
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destructive behavior when the reasons for the rizlare sought in the envi-
ronment, striving one’s own aggression for its iiation.

Fromm’s theory links existential satisfaction ofrfan needs and social
conditions. Social factors shape some deep andegpaltierns in the structure
of personality which remain constant throughowg bfs the hostility, thirst for
destruction, alienation, desire for self-aggrandieat — all these and other
negative aspirations and fears are not basic angftom the very birth, but
rather vice versa they emerge as response to amlibf life [8]. Such
background for analyzing youth radicalism reveal®s understanding of mass
behavior and sentiments.

We all live in an informational surrounding andpitesses us perma-
nently. Society transmits information and we pareeand internalize it as a
matter of fact. So that sometimes one isn't evearawof how information
shapes his or her thoughts and orientation in io@t®n around. A group of
researchers led by P. Fernbach carried out a saa#ytly and basis of political
radicalization has been found. Researchers sayiild lie in ignorance or as
they call it - the illusion of knowledge. As thesudts of the study, the less
person understand in the policy (and one can s@piag his or her knowledge
is quite deep and profound) the more radically agdressively this person
behaves. Nothing but illusion provokes aggressim.scientists went further
and found out that simple verbalizing the politie&tor's points of view can
reduce the radical readiness dramatically. Scisndiscovered that the process
of one’s positions explanation impacts significarth the political behavior of
the individual calming it down [12].

People are active and research themselves and ikl varound
actively. So the system of personal constructshes result of that search.
G. Kelly’s theory of personal constructs considdraman behavior as
implemented personal constructs [10]. So the radigath behavior is treated
as some hierarchy of personal constructs as bimmales. Young people’s
radical political behavior corresponds with exagleg so that objects and ideas
are perceived through negative ones. Such systgmergbnal constructs is an
obstacle for diversity of behavioral patterns. Rallém is a conscious choice
of a construct pole. So important factors of youtblitical behavior
radicalization lies in studying socio-political hé&a searching some
psychological resources for adapting to life antblfy one’s own political
behavior in a self-created system of personal cocist

All that psychological mechanisms of radicalizatiohyouth political
behavior are coincided with social situation andieg@sychological factors.
For instance, one of the causes which can leaadicalization is social tension
in society. Or even crisis of social, political ardonomic processes in the
society results in the disintegration of value-natiwe foundations which
inevitably determines anomie. As a result, the floflwouth socialization is
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broken and it leads to seeking some new ways fquieng social status. All
these conditions build the basis for protest foama radical political behavior.

Conclusion.Radicalization of youth political behavior is tredtas a
result of deep social and political resentmentatiier anger. One’s personality
is revealed in political behavior so the high lewélits radical significance
means the degree and intensity of that status. adtealizing of radical
behavior is probably unlikely without deep psyclgidal requisites for that
matter. The main psychological factors for radication of youth political
behavior lie in age-related psychological requssitevhich are: risk and
aggressiveness attraction; suggestibility; uniqueatures of political
socialization flow and its results; particular dtias of parent-child
relationships; the processes of personal self-oitation and social
identification; social and psychological moods lidéssatisfaction with the
quality of life and one’s place in it, social infic®, anxiety, fears, one’s
particular points of view. But it never shows upfdrse some environmental
stimulus occurs (social, political, etc.). Sociattors complete appearance of
radical potential of one’s behavior. They are ptehild relationships, social
groups influence, peer pressure, mass media irfueMany of them find
themselves while political socialization runs sattthey form and shape not
only personal psychological predispositions foricalbehavior but induces its
actualizing as well. Study of socio-psychologicattbrs for radicalization of
youth political behavior is the prospect for furthesearch.

Correlation between the formation of the studemhmminicative tolerance and
such subjective characteristics as responsibsig}f-perception, self-development and
self-actualization has been analyzed in the artiTleir manifestation level and the
dynamics of their development in different years stfidying, as well as gender
differences have been identified. Positive chamggarding the development of student
need for self-actualization and their readinessédfimprovement have been recorded.
The other indicators do not show any definite pesitlynamics. Most of the respon-
dents have problems with self-perception, whichatiggly influences the level of their
communicative tolerance. The behavioral compondnthe student communicative
tolerance is located in the unstable tolerance zdreacterized by the ambivalent
attitude to others. It is concluded that the inn&sis of the student active (dispositional)
communicative tolerance is a developed complekeif subjective characteristics.

Nykonenko L. V.Peculiarities of representation of Ukraine’s politcal and
legal situation by the students of different speclties

The findings of the empirical research on represéoris of the political and le-
gal processes in Ukraine in 2013-2015 by the stisdehdifferent specialties are pre-
sented in the article. The following groups ofd&mts participated in the study: media
students, psychology and social work students,dawents, and political science stu-
dents. The content analysis applied to analymestt written narratives allowed identi-
fying the semantic categories used by the studentescribe Ukraine’s political and
legal situation. Those categories are war, euroamaidower reloading, economic crisis,
reforms and government legal activities, intermalocooperation, negative evaluation
of government activities, and information war. #le participating groups prioritized
the choice of the first three categories: war, mwidan, and government reloading.
Hence, the author reasons about the constructidgheofeneration semantic discourse
whose nucleus comprises those events. The leasficigt category for the students
turned out to be the information war category, Whigoves that the level of student
awareness of the manipulation episodes during ybeich conflict between the RF and
Ukraine is low. There is evidence that politicatldegal priorities regarding the seman-
tic categories of the political and legal conscené the law and political science stu-
dents are considerably different from those of dltiger student subgroups. This is a
result of the political and legal competences aigidiby the student in the higher educa-
tion establishments, which proves that there aeeifip features in the formation of the
political and legal conscience of the studentsiiiéint specialties.

Theoretical analysis and empirical research of gedifferences regarding stu-
dent voluntary activity are described in the aetidt has been found out that female and
male students are involved in different kinds olivbary activities. We investigated the
following spheres of voluntary activities: actieisi with kids, youth, old people, poor
and homeless people; organization of church anditabgharity events; organization of
cultural events; participation in city developmenbjects and in solving environmental
issues in prisons; protection of women's rightsnéde students are more active in vol-
untary activities than males. Both girls and boystgghly involved in voluntary activi-
ties with children and young people, in healthcamd church. Girls are more likely to
be involved in organizing charitable actions, inrking with old people and in women'’s
rights organizations whereas boys are more likelyarticipate in such activities as city
development projects and organization of cultuvaings. Values and interpersonal trust
are discussed as the main motivation factors ofarsity student participation. It has
been proven that the factors of female studentntahy participation (interpersonal trust
and lack of trust in government institutions) aiffedent from the factors of male stu-
dent voluntary involvement (benevolence valuessttin university professors). The
common motivation factors of voluntary participatiare stimulation values, i. e. a
strive for personal search of novelty, change, aeguaintances and new experiences. It
has been confirmed that girls are more involveth@voluntary activity than boys are,
and have other motives that lead them to this iagtiv
