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Mykola M. Slyusarevskyy. Mass as a socio-psychological issue: scattered
state and the phenomenon of concentration

The article deals with reconceptualization of the fundamentals of mass psychol-
ogy, which involves ordering of its specific conceptual apparatus and its specifications.
The comparison and critical analysis of the present scientific concepts of mass legiti-
mize its definition as a more or less stable and numerous (multi-thousand or multi-
million) group of individuals that does not have a clear structure but is characterized by
a considerable homogeneity of psychological characteristics and behavior of the indi-
viduals. It is stated that the concept of mass reflects, on one hand, depersonalization of
an individual, and, on the other, blurring of the boundaries between large social groups.
At the same time, the author puts forward the idea that mass, in a sense, exists as a reali-
ty parallel to the group social (and socio-psychological) reality. Therefore, it would be
more correct to speak not about disappearance of large groups, but rather about a ten-
dency of mass mental phenomena to spread in the society, as well as about society’s
sporadic acquisition of the mass-like state. It is shown that the usual state of mass is that
of spatially disintegrated and dispersed, but when it undergoes significant perturbations,
it has a tendency to localized concentration and peculiar condensation. Such mass con-
centration is commonly referred to as crowd. However, the concept of crowd is clearly
debatable. Moreover, its interpretation is notably prejudiced or rather demonized. There-
fore, it is suggested to replace it with the term “concentrated mass of people” or simply
“concentrated mass” (CM). The author introduces the concepts of randomly concentrat-
ed mass (RCM) and mass subject of joint activities (MSJA), which describe qualitative-
ly different states of CM (different types of crowds in traditional terms). It is argued that
the emergence of MSJA is the initial phase of the group formation, which occurs much
faster and more productively than in the everyday life routine. From this angle, the
events of the Orange Revolution and the Revolution of Dignity are analyzed. The author
considers possible MSJA transformations into mass movements, political parties and
other forms of social activities. The ways of neutralizing CM aggressive behavior,
which is socially dangerous, are discussed.

SOCIAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL DETERMINATION
OF PERSONAL SENSE OF OWNERSHIP FORMATION
IN ONTOGENESIS

The paper deals with the phenomenon of sense of ownership as a socially
determined entity, which appears on the basis of an instinctive need for
ownership. Sense of ownership is defined as an emotional state of an individual,
reflecting subjective evaluative attitudes towards real or abstract ownership
targets. Sense of ownership has a number of levels, ranging from feelings to a
particular object to more advanced social forms related to social values, ideals
and personal attitudes. Sense of ownership is formed, actualized or deactivated
during a human life under the influence of various social and psychological
factors. The peculiarities of manifestation and stages of sense of ownership
formation at different age periods are described in the article. Socio-
psychological and political and psychological determinants of formation,
actualization or deactivation, leveling or weakening of sense of ownership in
ontogenesis are determined. They are motivation of psychological appropriation,
group attitude towards ownership, group social and economic identity,
development of value-semantic sphere of personality, as well as group values
and meanings, collective emotional states, feeling of domination or dependence,
intergroup and ingroup comparison, threat of loss of ownership, self-investing,
psychological legitimization of ownership possession, and social competition.
Sense of ownership can vary phenomenologically depending on the impact of
various social and psychological factors, and can play both stimulating and
hindering roles in individual identity formation. It can have different modalities,
intensity, duration, depth, level of awareness, complexity, substantive content,
and various conditions of occurrence, functions performed depending on the
situation, different influence on a person, forms and conditions of its
development. These determinants can operate in different ways and cause sense
of ownership actualization or deactivation depending on the circumstances and
stage of life, individual psychological features and his/her social environment.
The influence of social and political conflicts on sense of ownership
actualization/deactivation is analyzed using the example of internally displaced
persons.

Key words: sense of ownership, psychological ownership, social and
psychological determination, sense of ownership formation, ontogenesis.

Formulation of the problem. The basis of social relations, which de-
termines their features, is psychological ownership (according to J. L. Pierce,
T. Kostova, & K. T. Dirks, 2002). It conditions the human economic subjectivi-
ty formation, its experiences, and values. Property is in fact a continuation of a
person, and a sense of ownership becomes part of the person’s identity. In turn
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it determines the social and psychological context of the subjects of ownership
interaction, which is realized in their social practices. The scholars continue
discussing the nature of sense of ownership, whether it has an instinctive nature
or, whether it is determined by the individual social environment and is formed
in the process of socialization. Nevertheless, they agree that sense of ownership
formation takes place throughout human life. Sense of ownership like any fee-
ling is a lasting emotional experience of a person and community. It arises in
the process of their relations with the out world. It is formed and manifested in
the course of human development.

Socio-economic and political and legal conditions affect people and are
perceived by them ambiguously, differentially and selectively, because they are
mediated and transformed through a number of social and psychological phe-
nomena. However, the problem of sense of ownership emergence and for-
mation in ontogenesis still needs to be studied in details.

At the same time, sense of ownership transformation of internally dis-
placed persons, which is particularly acutely affected not only material assets,
but also the break of close relations and the actual loss of most spheres of psy-
chological ownership, becomes relevant.

Analysis of the recent research and publications, determination
of unresolved issues of the general problem. The analysis of psychological
literature has shown that sense of ownership is traditionally considered by sci-
entists as a social and psychological phenomenon based on the main instinctive
need for property, whose satisfaction is closely related to the person’s group
consciousness formation and functioning. It is a psychological attribute of per-
sonality that distinguishes it from others and forms the basis for categorization
and differentiation, which is possible only in the process of social interaction
(Beaglehole, 1931; Bypmenko, & Kapusimes, 2003; Jxeiimc, 1991;
Xasparosa, & Jlynenko, 2011; ITaiiric, 2008; Xa3partosa, 2009).

Sense of ownership is defined as a specifically subjective form of the
need for property existence which is based on the experience of belonging to a
person certain attributes of property (targets, things or objects), i.e. the experi-
ence of ownership. It is based on the peculiarities of an individual to extend
their Selves to all that at least belong to them, what he has the right on, and may
say “mine” (Xa3paroBa, & Jlymenko, 2011).

As a construct of person's self-awareness sense of ownership is realized
in social practices and acts simultaneously as a factor and result, or conse-
quence of interpersonal interaction is a multidimensional entity. Its specificity
is determined by the organization of its constituents and heterogeneity of its
manifestations.

Sense of ownership has a meaningful character. Ownership is like a ba-
sis of human being, where things and relations become a symbol of human sta-
bility in the social and cultural space. That is, ownership is a certain bound
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which separates the Self from all others’ Selves. Property is a place of their
own world and power, talent and freedom (Perukos, p. 114).

Ownership, as N. Khazratova and M. Lutsenko rightly observe, gives
man not only material resources for life and development, but also, through
experience sense of ownership, belonging certain thing to him, contributes to an
individual’s inner world formation, his/her system of values and self-esteem,
faith in own forces, in the ability to achieve a certain result. It helps a person to
manifest him/herself in the outside world, self-identify him/herself in relation-
ships with others. Therefore, ownership is an important source of psychological
resources for individual formation and development (Xa3parosa, & JlyieHko,
2011).

In general, scholars agree on the instinctive, innate nature of the need for
property (Beaglehole, 1931; [Ixefimc, 1991; Ilaiimc, 2008; XasparoBa, &
Jyuenko, 2011, etc.). But sense of ownership is already formed on its basis,
and depending on various social psychological factors can vary in levels, forms
and methods of manifestation at various stages of human ontogenesis.

Belonging something to the person are experienced subjective signifi-
cant connection with the target, the ability to control and influence on it. This
target bears an imprint of our own Self, and its loss or damage will be equally
harm to our Self. Property plays an important role in everyday life, in ways of
perceiving and evaluating a person himself and others, forming a complex sys-
tem of social symbols bearing information about their owners. For example,
property symbolizes not only personal qualities of the individual, but also the
group to which it belongs, its general social and economic status. People not
only express their personal and social qualities through ownership, but also
make conclusions about the identity of other people based on their one.

However, unexamined remains an issue of sense of ownership for-
mation, as well as possibility for its modification or transformation in ontogen-
esis. It is important to determine the regularities of this process, as well as the
possibilities for influence on lifestyle quality of people who have insufficient or
vice versa overestimated sense of ownership.

The purpose of the paper is to define the main determinants of individu-
al’s sense of ownership formation during his/her lifetime.

Presentation of the main research material. Sense of ownership we
understand as an emotional state of an individual, reflecting subjective evalua-
tive attitudes towards real or abstract ownership targets. These are the processes
of internal regulation of human activity, reflecting the content and meaning
which they have real or abstract, concrete or generalized targets of ownership,
or, in other words, the attitude of a subject towards them. Like any feeling, it
must have a conscious component in the form of subjective experience.

Feelings reflect not objective, but subjective, usually unconscious esti-
mation of a target. Emergence and development of sense of ownership leads to
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the formation of stable emotional connections. It is based on the experience of
interaction with a target of ownership. Due to the fact that this experience may
be controversial, to have both positive and negative episodes, feelings in rela-
tion to many targets of ownership have an ambivalent nature.

Depending on the stage of individual development, sense of ownership
may vary in the form of generalization of a target of feelings, and therefore may
have different levels of concreteness — from feelings on a real object to feelings
relating on social values and ideals. So, it's important for a preschooler to own
specific things, toys and identify themselves in a group through them. But it is
important for an adult person to have their own guides and value judgments.

A working algorithm for sense of ownership forming is to compare a
person with ones who have succeeded in the domains and values (material or
spiritual) subjectively important for him/her, the desire to be in their place.
However, one and the same feeling can reside and manifest in different ways,
depending on what emotional state the person is at the moment. So, sense of
ownership can accompany the emotions of joy, interest, envy, insults, shame,
and anger at different times.

Undoubtedly, every person has sense of ownership in their own way,
because they have own set of individual traits and personal qualities that influ-
ence the formation and manifestation of this feeling.

One of the features of sense of ownership is that it has a number of le-
vels of manifestation, ranging from direct feelings to a particular object and
more advanced social forms related to social values, ideals and personality
guides. Social institutions, in particular, social symbols supporting their resili-
ence, some traditions, norms and social practices, play an essential role in sense
of ownership formation and development as one of the highest human feelings.
As an emotional process, sense of ownership develops and, although it has its
own biologically deterministic grounds, is the product of individual's life in
society, their communication and education.

Experience of privacy is genetically associated with such an ancient,
basic form of emotional sphere as the need for property. Possessive aspirations
have a deep, instinctive nature. However, under the influence of education and
social influence, they are transformed into sense of ownership, are modified in
ontogenesis, acquire prosocial forms, but do not disappear, changing only their
intensity.

The trait to appropriation, according to R. Pipes, is inherent in every-
thing and means much more than just the desire to possess physically percepti-
ble objects, since it is firmly connected with the personality, and develops one’s
sense of dignity and self-confidence (ITaiinc, 2008).

At the same time, it should be emphasized that sense of ownership can-
not be concentrated exclusively on the economic-material objects of ownership,
such as money, property, expensive things, etc. It applies to the entire psycho-
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logical space of individuals (HaptoBa-bouasep, 2008), which combines a comp-
lex of physical, social and purely psychological phenomena which people iden-
tify themselves with (body, territory, private things, time planning, social rela-
tions, attitudes). These phenomena can be especially significant in accordance
with the psychological situation, gaining for the subject a personal meaning,
and begins to be protected by all physical and psychological means.

Sense of ownership begins to originate very early and psychologists be-
lieve that its first signs in ontogenesis can be recorded already in 2-3 months,
due to the experience of their own corporeality (Kenpapy, 1992; Xazparosa,
2009). Newborn children gradually begin to realize that parts of their body be-
long to them. They are an organic extension of their own, and therefore only
they can manage them. Gradual study and discovery of their body as a target of
ownership begin from this moment. Children firstly start to separate themselves
from others.

The next stage in forming sense of ownership is transfer of children' at-
tention to toys and certain things. Babies often draw all the things that they are
interested in, in the mouth, thus trying not only to know a subject, but also to
psychologically appropriate it. Kids consider everything they can afford, in-
cluding their mother. Children of early age still do not differentiate where they
are, and where “they are not”. They do not separate themselves from mother,
and therefore frequent displays of jealousy to her are also a sign of sense of
ownership emergence towards social relationships. And parents are the first and
most important targets of ownership.

Representatives of psychoanalysis believe that feeling of ownership
arises as a consequence of unknown processes of accumulation, which begin at
the same stage of development. Later feeling changes to more socio-significant
objects: sand, pebbles, toys, and significant adults. Children, starting from a
year and a half, fall asleep easier, if their favorite toy or coverlets are next to
them. At this period the threat of ownership loss as one of the key determinants
of sense of ownership is already actualized.

Awareness of boundaries of the Self occurs gradually and begins at
about three years. By this age children can consider everything that falls into
their eyeshot, and it is almost impossible to convince them in opposite. This
phenomenon in psychology is known as egocentrism, which prevents children
from understanding that others may also have their own feelings, desires and
needs. This means that it's difficult for child to understand that not everything is
around him/her. There are toys and things that have other owners, and some of
them belong to several people. This is clearly expressed in the notion of indi-
visibility of the world and his/her own self. Later, egocentrism is being over-
come by the socialization of child and the acquisition of social experience by
him/her (I'y6enanze, 2013).
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It should be emphasized that in the preschool age the relations of affilia-
tion relate, first of all, to inanimate, material targets (“my toy”), which are often
transferred to living targets (“my mother”). At the same time possession of in-
tangible objects is not typical for preschoolers. The visual, effective and visual-
figurative thinking of preschool children does not make it possible to feel own-
ership of intangible objects. All that they define as “theirs” can be felt, it can be
touched.

Other researchers point out that sense of ownership arises along with the
emergence and development of self-consciousness that is formed at the age of
1-2 years (ITaitric, 2008; Bettelheim, 1969; Furby, 1980).

The child becomes cumbersome and demanding in defending his right to
property. No one has no right to touch his/her mom or take his/her toy. Accor-
ding to R. Pipes, 1,5-2 years children are characterized by a high level of aggres-
sion against other children in the struggle for the right to own certain things. At
the same time, there are not only possessive aspirations for the desired subjects,
but also envious attitude towards the peers’ affairs (ITaiiric, 2009). It is the peri-
od when the possession of the subject emerges as a criterion for categorization,
differentiation and self-affirmation of the child in the social world.

According to B. Bethelheim, M. Spiro, and L. Furby, individual sense of
ownership is inextricably linked with his/her personal feelings (Bettelheim,
1969; Furby, 1980; Spiro, 1958). Common using of some things, absence of
personal targets of ownership contributes to sense of general unity, indivisibil-
ity formation, but emotional connection is lost. It leads to the emergence of
intimacy feelings, experience of their features and peculiarities, uniqueness,
focus only on one thing.

Researchers on the problems of economic socialization determine that
awareness of property takes place at the boundary between early and pre-school
age (JemOumpka, 2008; Mockanernko, 2013; @ensko, 2000). Children change
the concept of “mine” from material things to social objects, which are often
considered parents and the closest environment. Behavior of a small owner in
communicating with peers acquires social characteristics, including interper-
sonal control of ownership. At this stage, one of the key factors in sense of
ownership forming is group attitudes towards ownership, as well as intergroup
and in-group comparison.

So sense of ownership is one of the most important phenomena that
characterizes the economic socialization of a preschooler. Even before the basic
knowledge of children about money, valuable things, and economic phenome-
na, before they are taught to carry out elementary financial transactions and to
plan expenses, the main thing, sense of ownership, arises in this process of edu-
cation. It is interpreted as a basic feeling that in the future will determine the
peculiarities of the way children’ will construct their social relationships, their
self-determination in the society, development of their self-esteem, etc. Sense
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of ownership emergence and formation is an important and inevitable stage of
children development.

However, like most of the economic concepts, understanding the owner-
ship in the preschool age is still slightly differentiated and autonomous. And
only at the primary school age, with the expansion of the outlook, knowledge
and experience of the child's economic behavior, the understanding of property

begins to differentiate, and its connection with such concepts as “money”, “val-
ue”, “social inequality”, etc., appears.

Mastering or personalization of own territory is one of the stages of
sense of ownership creating. The area of sovereign, inaccessible control on the
part of other territories determines a degree of individual’s confidence in
him/herself. Children who have their own space better build their subjectivity.
According to D. Rychkov “Somebody can become someone only in his own
place” (PerukoB, 2007, p. 37). On the other hand, children deprived of such
territory, on the one hand, have more blurred own boundaries, but an acute
need for their own territory they may appears with their age (HaproBa-bouagep,
2008, p.12).

One of the components of the psychological space is everyday habits
and personal ability to independently determine their own mode (Haprosa-
bouagep, 2008). Ownership at one's own time, the right to structure their lives
at their own discretion is also a kind of sense of ownership, which is, in fact, a
leak experience of privacy. Habits and schedule have a particular importance
for children, since they still have unformed subjectivity and therefore cannot
control their lives to the extent that they would like. If they cannot make a deci-
sion, then at least they have information about what happens and when.

Sense of ownership refers to many aspects of the child's mental devel-
opment. Personal property often forms part of the self-image and determines
the motivation of human behavior, its efficiency and competence. The owner-
ship problem often appears as central to the development of relationships with
peers and social environment.

Sense of ownership is closely linked to the experience of privacy and in-
timacy (HaproBa-Bouasep, 2008; Tatenko, 2013) since it provides the oppor-
tunity to distinguish from others, personification, awareness of the membership
of something only one person. Ability to provide privacy is an important psy-
chological feature of ownership. Existence of individual is impossible without
it.

Along with the emergence of feeling of “own” sense of “stranger” ap-
pears. Often the appearance and breeding of these concepts do not coincide in
time. Children first define, separate and defend their own, and later begin to
realize that others also have their own, and, therefore, it is “alien” for them,
something that can not be taken without permission, and something that does
not apply to his property right. As a rule, this feeling is formed under the influ-
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ence of adults, who are actively trying to control and direct the process of un-
derstanding by child of the concepts of “his/her own”, to teach the child to
share. Sense of ownership formation in this period is associated with the for-
mation of group social and economic identity, as well as with the development
of value-semantic sphere of personality.

The individual psychological space and sense of ownership develops in
ontogenesis due to the emergence of new dimensions, the transfer of their
boundaries within a framework of existing dimensions, and filling them with
various content in accordance with the experience and objectives of maturation
(Haprosa-Bouagep, 2008, p. 138). Awareness of you as a subject of ownership
relations through the personal self-identity formation becomes the central core
of human economic and social identity.

It cannot be argued that sense of ownership is a stable and inert entity,
which is formed at certain age period and is still static. It is always in the pro-
cess of forming, re-designing, reducing or increasing valence, etc. depending
on specific social circumstances. Sense of ownership can vary phenomenologi-
cally, saturated with various social and psychological factors and play both
stimulating and inhibiting role in personal identity formation. It can have dif-
ferent modalities, intensity, duration, depth, level of consciousness, complexity,
substantive content, and different conditions of occurrence, functions per-
formed depending on the situation, different influence on an individual, forms
and conditions of its development.

In stable periods of human life and society, sense of ownership aspires
to balance, using already developed forms of expression. During critical events,
life situations, sense of ownership can destabilize, and a person regresses to the
past, for example, to the impulsive mastering of property.

With age, formed in childhood proprietary patterns of behavior will de-
termine the particular person's attitude towards money, property, ways of ap-
propriating, the level of its responsibility and effectiveness. In general, speak-
ing about existing sense of ownership is already possible closer to adolescence,
when personal self-consciousness and self-concept formation occurs, and the
experience of psychological ownership and privacy become an integral compo-
nent of self-consciousness. However, it does not mean that during the subse-
quent life sense of ownership remains constant and not flexible. On the contra-
ry, it undergoes changes depending on a number of social and psychological
factors.

They include group attitudes towards ownership, group social and eco-
nomic identity, the development of the personal value-semantic sphere, experi-
ence of collective emotional states, which are related, inter alia, to individual
activities and its realization in community. Individuals’ dependence on one or
another community involves their identification with the values and attitudes of
other members. Consequently, affirmative or negative attitudes of the commu-
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nity towards ownership and various methods of appropriation will affect the
individual attitude. The higher is the level of identification with one or another
community, the stronger is the impact of their collective attitudes.

Motivation of psychological appropriation is one of the other factors in
sense of ownership formation and transformation in ontogenesis. Among the
main motives of psychological appropriation, researchers determine effective-
ness, self-identification, stimulation and need to take place (Pierce, Kostova, &
Dirks, 2002).

Self-investing increases the level of sense of ownership to one or anoth-
er target, through the embedded power, energy, and effort. The more person has
invested both moral and material resources to acquire, increase and preserve
this psychological ownership, the higher is the level of its manifestation. This
determinant should appear in preschool age, when the children firstly get the
right to dispose of their own things and toys, and independently organize their
own space. Success of this stage in the preschool age leads to the success of
sense of ownership formation and realization in adulthood.

Personal self-identification in the field of economic and social relations
is based on intergroup and in-group comparison. Individual's belonging to one
or another community stipulates his/her self-determination, including sense of
ownership actualization to any spheres of individual psychological space. Ac-
cordingly, the change of community or his/her status in it certainly affects sense
of ownership revaluation and transformation, its valence and intensity of mani-
festation.

Threat (real or imaginary) to loss of ownership or control over certain
areas of their psychological space is an important factor of sense of ownership
actualizing. Individuals begin to actively defend their limits by protecting their
psychological ownership. It can also be manifested in the intensified use of
appropriate markers to personalize their space, aggressive behavior, categorical
rejection of another position, etc. As an example, feeling and sense of owner-
ship of internally displaced persons may be investigated and brightly described
in this case. They lost most of their property, home, and value things. Their
relations, time planning, and normal life were damaged, and their bodies and
life were under the threat. During the in-depth interviews, IDPs talked about
deep feeling of disturbance of sense of ownership. They described it as feeling
of loss of foundation, security, and trust. Such experience is a significant de-
terminant of their possibility adaptation in a new environment.

For the successful sense of ownership realization in social practices it is
important to recognize by other people rights of a person or community to such
psychological ownership or psychological legitimization of ownership posses-
sion. It can be realized not only with the help of legal rights, but also through
oral agreements and even through non-interference in individual psychological
space.

Sense of ownership formation and transformation in ontogenesis is ex-
plained by the interconnection and interdependence of individual-typological,
emotional-volitional, value-semantic, demand-motivational, subjective social
and economic factors that dominate on the various stages of the personality
formation.

Belonging to a person certain object of ownership is experienced as a
subjectively significant connection with this thing, the ability to control it and
exercise influence on it. The thing carries the imprint of our self, and its loss or
damage is equivalent to the damage to our self. Persons perceiving the objects
of their property as an extension of their Selves seek for their continual increase
and accumulation.

Sense of ownership does not always play only an adaptive or motiva-
tional role in human life. Apparently, it is closely related to the personality,
his/her attitudes towards life, to people, with his/her beliefs and views. Sense of
ownership is one of the types of moral feelings, in which the persistent personal
attitude towards the social reality, other people and himself is manifested. It is
formed in the social interaction and joint activities of people in the process of
their communication and is an important tool for assessing acts and behavior, as
well as the regulation of individual relationship.

Multidimensional nature of sense of ownership is determined by its mul-
ticomponents structure, the existence of different types of sense of ownership
manifestation and its actual forms. The level of sense of ownership formation
affects the level of individual social activity and the choice of his appropriate
strategies for life-creation.

Conclusions and perspectives for further research. Sense of owner-
ship is in the process of formation, re-design, actualization / deactivation de-
pending on specific social circumstances. The main social and psychological
determinants of sense of ownership formation, actualization or deactivation,
leveling or weakening in ontogenesis are motivation of psychological appropri-
ation, the group attitudes towards property, the group social and economic iden-
tity, the development of individual value-semantic sphere, as well as group val-
ues and meanings, collective emotional states, feeling of dominance or
dependence, intergroup and in-group comparisons, threat of loss of ownership,
self-investing, psychological legitimization of ownership the property, and so-
cial competition. These determinants can function differently depending on the
life circumstances, stage of the life and individual psychological features, or
remain stable. Sense of ownership can be various in form of generalization of
the object of feelings and have different levels of specificity - from feelings to a
real object, to feelings relating to social values and ideals. If for a preschooler is
important to collect specific things, toys and self-identify in a group through
them, then for an adult man is actually relevant material institutions and valua-
ble judgments.

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Vadym O. Vasiutynskyi. Semantic structure of students’ representations of
the historical guilt of Ukranaians

The aim of the research is to find out how Ukrainian students define the attitudes
of Ukrainians to their historical guilt towards other peoples, as well as to determine the
semantic parameters and structure of their representations. 78 students from three re-
gions of Ukraine were surveyed. They developed a psychological typology of the atti-
tudes of Ukrainians to recognition of their historical guilt in relation to other peoples.
The received data were processed by means of the content, factor, and cluster analyses.
Stating and interpretational vectors were the two most clearly identified semantic vec-
tors in the students’ attitudes. The stating vector deals with the issues of the awareness
of guilt, the necessity of its recognition or denial, the need for objectivity and emotional
impartiality of the pronounced judgments. Knowledge and lack of knowledge of history
turned out to be a transitional link between the stating and interpretational vectors. Eval-
uation of the historical circumstances, citizens’ political orientations and socio-
demographic characteristics, psychological and ideological interpretation of the reasons
for recognition or non-recognition of the historical guilt, and individual evaluative activ-
ity of the interpreters played the leading role in the interpretational context. The regional
differences manifested themselves in the fact that the Central Ukrainian students at-
tached greater importance to the knowledge of history. For the West Ukrainian students
it was more important to have arguments to justify their culprit compatriots. The East
Ukrainian students were more clearly oriented at their individual evaluative activity. The
study revealed psychological differences in the assessment of guilt towards Poles and
Jews. Recognition or denial of the guilt towards Poles appears to be a reaction to the
political actualization of the relevant issues, while the attitude towards Jews mainly
refers to the general world outlook stand of the citizens.

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The problem of collective traumas is relevant for the present day Ukraine and is
important for understanding of the socio-psychological foundations of large and small
social group functioning. Currently the theme of collective trauma is quite substancially
investigated in the psychological and psychotherapeutic literature, both in general terms
and in terms of studying concrete examples of traumas caused by genocide, slavery,
terrorist attacks and the like. The most frequently studied aspect is the one dealing with
the collective trauma of the Holocaust and its transgenerational transmission. At the
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same time the publications devoted to the collective trauma of the Ukrainian Holodomor
are relevantly few in the scientific literature. The concept of collective trauma can be
related to the concepts of historical trauma, transgenerational trauma, national trauma,
cultural trauma, and information trauma. The severity of the collective trauma and the
conditions of the traumatic experience transmission to the descendants depend on a
number of factors: severity of injury, level of emotional experience of injustice, active-
ness or passiveness of the traumatized group, working through the consequences. There
are different types of strategies to cope with a collective trauma for a large group: pro-
gressive, active-aggressive, passive-aggressive and regressive. Their application may
lead to both constructive (transformation of the trauma into a historical narrative) and
destructive (development of an aggressive ideology) tendencies. Coping with conse-
quences of collective traumas in large groups involves different ways of ritualization of
the traumatic experience. One of them is creation of a heroic epos in certain historical
periods. In small groups, one can observe collective traumas caused by the events taking
place in these groups. They may be also consequences of the historical traumas that are
actualized in certain periods of intensification of the group dynamics. A number of
methodologies to work though collective traumas have been developed. One of the im-
portant roles is played by the method of sociodrama.

Psychological condition
and civic identity of the internally displaced children from East Ukraine

The internally displaced persons from East Ukraine, both adults and children,
are influenced by the traumatic events. Children constitute an especially vulnerable
group. Their socio-psychological adaptation and integration in the Ukrainian society are
hindered by at least three main factors. The first one is the hostilities in the east of
Ukraine whose witnesses and participants are the displaced persons exposed to a high
risk of posttraumatic stress disorders development. The second factor is the difficulties
in adaptation of the displaced persons to a new place of residence, and the third one is
lack of consolidated political identity among lots of displaced persons, lack of pro-
Ukrainian views on the future of the state where they live, which considerably aggravate
their psychological problems. The survey of the public mood among the secondary
school students including the displaced ones, which was carried out on the Donbas terri-
tory liberated from the Russian occupation in 2014, revealed the following trend: the
students who believe that Ukraine can be preserved as a unitary state experience positive
feelings two-three times more often than their opponents do. The pro-Ukrainian views of
the students considerably improve their emotional state, and the opposite views worsen
it. The recovery of the displaced persons from the emotional trauma will proceed faster
if they identify the state whose citizens they are and become aware of their national
identity. At the same time, the integration of the population of East Ukraine in the
Ukrainian community must be based on patriotic education of the children in all the
regions of Ukraine. The adults should realize the necessity of such education and care
about proper conditions for it. Implementation of the socio-psychological projects,
which could demonstrate the need for the integration, can be a starting point for the de-
velopment of cohesion of Ukrainians. Another effective way to promote unification of
Ukrainians is children’s camps, where children from different parts of Ukraine could not
only spend their holidays but also learn how to solve everyday life problems and be
educated in the national traditions. The psychological support for the displaced children
must be complex and take into account social, political and psychological components
of the process of their integration in the Ukrainian society.

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Olha Yu. Kukharuk. Conflict thinking and conflict interaction: socio-
psychological peculiarities of interaction between the military men and civilians

The article describes the main conflict attitudes and strategies of the conflict in-
teraction, which occur between the civilians, military men and veterans. The findings of
the empirical study enabled to identify the major zones of conflict interaction and the
key conflict attitudes of the military men towards the civilians and those of the civilians
to the military men. The outcomes of the focus group surveys prove a number of conclu-
sions about the peculiarities of the conflicts that might occur between the individuals
having experience of participation in military actions and civilians. The author states
that the attitudes of the society to the war experience is characterized by stigmatization,
glorification and a desire to separate military events and war experience from peaceful
life. The military men believe that the civilians underestimate their experience, avoid
discussions about the war, do not feel any threat and are not informed about the war.
The article presents the main strategies of behavior of the civilians and military men in
the conflict situations. The civilians are usually more active and employ a bigger num-
ber of possible conflict resolution strategies, but the military men more often manifest
passive aggression and resort to avoidance. The main shared attitudes to the war among
the military men and civilians are recognition of the military men and their role in the
defense of the country, awareness of the need for mutual adaptation and adjustment to
each other, recognition of misunderstandings and the need to find solutions. There is
also a request for information and media literacy, clear “rules of the game” regarding the
whole range of social interaction starting from the attitude of the state to the ATO partic-
ipants and providing them with benefits to processing their passport applications. Both
parties also share attitudes to conflicts, civil servants, role of the state and other issues.
The author argues that the conflict between the war participants and civilians may be
caused by different attitudes to the war experiences. Therefore, the description of the
peculiarities of the experience of participation in the military actions has been provid-
ed.Special emphasis has been placed on its dual psychological nature, which is both
traumatic and valuable. The key differences in the attitudes to that experience can be
explained by the fact that for the civilians it is a traumatic experience that should not be
encountered in the peaceful life, and for the military men it is a traumatic experience
that has its value as the experience of an important phase of their life.

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Valeria O. Lazarenko. Cartographic visualization of place-of-residence
narrative as a tool for studying spatial identities of the internally diplaced people:
the core problem

The transformation of the identities of internally displaced people (IDPs) is an
urgent scientific issue, which has several important social, psychological and political
aspects. The issue simultaneously involves traumatization and rethinking of identity due
to resettlement and armed conflict, as well as forming of new specific identities, for
example, identification as representatives of the “resettlement community”. According-
ly, the basis for the study of the transformations of identities of internally displaced per-
sons will be both the importance of revealing the essence of this concept for understand-
ing the national identity of Ukrainian citizens, and the need to study the transformation
processes that occur here and now, while the conflict is still ongoing and affect the lives
of our fellow citizens. In the research context, spatial identity is defined as person’s
feeling of belonging to a certain space, which is formed as a result of the identification
process with a certain place and with those practices, rituals and elements of experience
that occur in this particular place. The method of mental mapping is considered as an
effective tool for the study of spatial identities, as it has sufficient potential to become
the main method for the study of spatial social identities of the IDPs. Mental maps are
quite visualized, have a time reference and an open structure, combine visual and verbal
methods of communication. At the same time, mental mapping is a valid means of ex-
ploring spatial representations and can be an effective not only of investigating the iden-
tities, but also for reflexive work and transformation of the traumatized identities in the
process of interviewing.

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Oleksandr Yu. Drozdov. Geopolitical image of the future in representations
of the youth from different regions of Ukraine in the context of psychological safety

The article is devoted to the phenomenon of prognostic representations (images
of the future) of the country and the world by the modern Ukrainian youth. Such repre-
sentations (prognostic geopolitical macro images) are viewed as an inseparable compo-
nent of mass political (and geopolitical) consciousness. The author presents the data of
the empirical study conducted by him in 2018. 160 university students from three re-
gions of Ukraine — Donbas (town of Starobilsk), the North East (town of Chernihiv) and
the center (city of Kyiv) were surveyed with the help of questionnaires and tests. The
data obtained proves that the geopolitical images of the future in the youth mass con-
sciousness constitute a “mix” of optimistic and pessimistic expectations and ideas. There
are both common and specific features of the geopolitical images of the future in the
representations of the youth in the different regions. The most accentuated common
feature is prevalence of the pessimistic views on the possibilities of combatting corrup-
tion in Ukraine. The regional differences in the images of the future mainly deal with
forecasting of the prospects of Ukraine’s socio-economic and foreign policy develop-
ment and regaining control over the Crimea. The common aspects of the respondents’
life experience in the country and the influence of media explain the fact of identifying
the universal (transregional) views. The identified differences may be caused by the
influence of the regional peculiarities of the political culture, and specific socio-political
and socio-economic situation in the regions (local aspects of life experience). The author
determines and describes tendencies in the correlation between the prognostic images
and the indicators of the youth psychological safety investigated with the help of the
fundamental assumptions scale developed by R. Janoff-Bulman. It has been proved that
the indicators correlate with the rate of optimism/pessimism in the youth forecasting of
the socio-political development of their country. The images of the country’s future
mostly correlate with such indicators of psychological safety as benevolence of the
world and justice.

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Olesia Yu. Osadko. Socio-psychological practices of the life competence

of an individual

The article deals with the study of socialization of an individual in the period of
global social transformations. The importance of the study is determined by inconsisten-
cy of the new aims of education focused on the development of life competence of an
individual with the predominantly “old” (traditional) technologies of transmitting the
“necessary” ideas about the reality to the recipients in the modern educational environ-
ment. The author states that in the course of time these ideas may lose their anticipated
credibility, and the process of “transmission” of knowledge itself prompts the communi-
cators to accept (or reject) ready-made solutions rather than develop their own meaning
creation ability, i. e. the ability to be aware of, to investigate and to overcome meaning
contradictions. One of the reasons of the excessive adherence of the socialization agents
to the traditional technologies of “knowledge transmission” is the difficulty of differen-
tiating them from the technologies aiming at the “development of life competence of an
individual”. The author defines the subject of the study, and determines the criteria for
differentiation between practical technologies of the “vertical” and “horizontal” sociali-
zation models. The results of the comparative analysis of the technologies considered
prove that the principal differences between them are in the specific features of interac-
tion between the communicators. The findings of the theoretical analysis of the commu-
nicative conditions of the effectiveness of those kinds of socio-psychological practices
enabled the author to determine three criteria for their differentiation: delegating (or not
delegating) the functions of determination of the personal objectives of the interaction to
its participants; establishing the relations that promote transforming (or reproductive)
activities of an individual; focusing joint activities on cooperation (or competition) with
those who think differently. The identified criteria have been used as the basis for classi-
fication of the main kinds of socialization practices, which include active/passive prac-
tices, developing/forming practices and partner/competitor ones. The outcomes of the
theoretical research support the need to keep balance between the communication prac-
tices oriented at the development of the “content” and “operational” components of the
individual social cognition.

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Nataliya 1. Cherepovska. Development of youth patriotism by psychological
means of the media club method

The article deals with patriotism as a dynamic quality of an individual, which is
determined by external factors and in particular by the specific features of a concrete
historical period of the society development. The author determines new cognitive in-
strumental qualities of a patriot in the information society. Those qualities are media
literacy and critical thinking of individuals, which is their immunity against any destruc-
tive information influence and a guarantee of the integrity of their national identity in
conditions of the information warfare. The author considers the development of youth
patriotism and new patriotic qualities of an individual by means of the media-
psychological resources and the media club method in particular. It is suggested to en-
hance the potential of this method by changing its procedure. The author compliments
the existing traditional and role formats of holding amedia club meeting with a modified
“interpretative” approach of visual sociology, which envisages various approaches to the
interpretation of what has been perceived. In addition, an “identifying” version of the
media club has been developed. Its participants identify themselves with a film hero and
then reflect on their own emotions and feelings, and analyze the thoughts caused by this
“transformation”. The freeze frame format of the media club, i. e. stop of a moving im-
age, allows for a more detailed analysis of the previous fragment or the key scene of the
film. The “illustrative” format of the media club involves the use of “cuts” from differ-
ent films illustrating the stories with the same theme. This format is suitable for mas-
tering a certain theme and holding a discussion.

The empirical study presented in the article resulted in determination of the life
reference points which the youth treat as life success. Those are good relations, social
recognition, wealth, professionalism, career, authority, and creative self-realization. The
author emphasizes that it is the life reference points that determine the role which the
young people attach to luck, risk, deliberate decisions, social links, common norms and
rules in achieving life success. The importance of risk is mostly recognized by the youth
that chose authority as a sign of success. The youth who prioritize professionalism be-
lieve that deliberate decisions play a key role in achieving success. The findings of the
study also show attitudes of the young people to such life reference points as confidence
in achieving success, satisfaction with one’s achievements, recognition of one’s success
in life, and evaluation of the attitudes of others to their success. The youth who have
chosen good relations, wealth and career as indicators of life success are more confident
of their success in the future and already see considerable success in their life unlike
those who have chosen professionalism. The author concludes that the youth who have
chosen good relations, social recognition and career as the signs of their life success are
more content with their achievements, whereas the youth who gave preference to profes-
sionalism, authority and creative self-realization are less content. Socio-economic condi-
tions have a considerable impact on the level of confidence in achieving success. The
youth who demonstrated high confidence rate mainly come from the high-income fami-
lies and study economics as their major.

The author investigates the Internet information and communication environ-
ment as amulticultural virtual space of interaction of people speaking different lan-
guages and representing different cultures. The Internet space is a hybrid environment
created by means of the information and communication technologies (ICT) in the
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between different social subjects user’s identification features are developed in the In-
ternet environment. The author considers the following peculiarities of self-
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proceeds simultaneously in the real socio-cultural space and in the virtual Internet envi-
ronment. The self image construction in the virtual Internet space occurs by a) copying
of the real identity, particularly national and civic identity; b) creation of the virtual
image, which is different from the real identity; ¢) combination of the elements of the
virtual and real identities in the hybrid model (according to J. Suler). The possibility to
create different self images in the virtual Internet space causes the development of the
changeable, dynamic and unstable identity. The author argues that the process of self-
identification of the young citizens of the country is combined with the crisis of their
child identity formed in the framework of the actual system of social relations under the
influence of the parents and their involvement in the virtual world of the Internet with its
new systems of values, norms and rules of behavior. An empirical study of the peculiari-
ties of the student self-identification in the virtual Internet environment proves that the
majority of the young people (62%) present their real national and civic identity in the
Internet environment, and one third of the students demonstrate elements of the hybrid
identity model. The portion of young people who create only a virtual self image do not
exceed 1.5%. Almost 93% of the respondents choose visual forms of presenting their
national and civic identity. They use symbols, colors, attributes, fragments of the nation-
al patterns and other forms. The most acceptable forms of the Internet communication in
which national and civic identities manifest themselves are interactive polylogues,
namely charts, forums, commentaries on social network sites, blogs and micro blogs.
